This bill would require the department of citywide administrative services (DCAS) to offer career counseling to eligible municipal employees to advise them of career advancement opportunities. This bill would also require DCAS to conduct outreach to eligible employees regarding the availability of career counseling services, and to create written materials to provide guidance to eligible employees. This bill would require DCAS to submit a report regarding municipal employees’ utilization of career counseling services, as well as feedback the agency has received.
