RE:           Appointment to the New York City Board of Elections

   The Committee on Rules, Privileges and Elections will consider on this date appointments to the New York City Board of Elections.

                 The Board of Elections within the City of New York consists of ten members appointed by the Council pursuant to Sections 3-200, 202 and 204 of the Election Law.   Said members are designated to the Council by the county committees of the major political parties of each respective borough, or by such other Committee as the rules of the party provides, within the City of New York for four year terms.

                When the Council does not appoint within sixty (60) days of the filing of the designating certificate from the county committee, then the county committee may designate another person.  If thirty (30) days pass and no person is designated, then the members of the Council of the same party may appoint an eligible person to this office.

                Vacancies which occur during the term are filled for the remainder of the unexpired term in the same manner which the original appointment was made.  Pursuant to Section 3-208 of this statute as last amended by Chapter 147 of the Laws of 1980, commissioners receive an annual salary of one hundred and twenty five dollars for each day's attendance at meetings of the board with a maximum of $12,500.00 per year.

                The responsibilities of the Board of Elections and its commissioners include the maintenance and administration of voting records and elections incorporating the quasi-judicial functions of scrutinizing petitions of candidates for nomination to elective office
