TITLE:
Resolution urging the New York State Legislature to limit the acquisition of a firearm to one per ninety-day period.


Resolution No 1000 urges the New York State Legislature to limit the acquisition of a firearm to one per ninety-day period.


Citing to statistics from the New York State Attorney General that over 35,000 illegal handguns, rifles and shotguns were seized in New York State from 1999 to 2001, that handguns constitute over 70% of the guns confiscated by law enforcement and that a substantial portion of guns are diverted to the illegal market through licensed gun sellers, Reso No 1000 calls on the State Legislature to prohibit firearms dealers from selling a firearm to any individual if the dealer knows or should know that such individual has purchased a firearm within the prior ninety days.  The resolution indicates that prohibiting “the sale of more than one firearm to any individual as part of the same sales transaction would prevent the illegal diversion of handguns and other weapons to criminals.”
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
