A local law to administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to reviewing street widths in order to reevaluate street traffic flow designations.
Bill Summary:

This legislation would require the department of transportation to conduct a citywide traffic study of street widths, taking into account traffic volume and factors that narrow streets, such as parking and bike lanes, and, based on the determinations of that study, to reevaluate and change street traffic flow designations where appropriate, including two-way streets to one-way streets.
