COUNCIL MEMBER WILLIAMS:  May I be 17 

excused to explain my vote? 18

COUNCIL MEMBER WILLIAMS:  Yes, I'm 20 

excused? 21 

CHAIRPERSON VANN:  Yeah, you may be 22 

excused, just come back in short order, though. 23 

COUNCIL MEMBER WILLIAMS:  Thank 24 

you.  I am still very concerned about where we 25 
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ended up, but I'm going to vote Aye, because I 2 

think we do need these services, and the Council 3 

Member which represents the district is in favor 4 

of it.  I do hope next time around--I know that 5 

there are some community members who felt that 6 

they weren't heard as well as they should be.
