And tomorrow it
must be given back to the Land Use staff.
Tomorrow if you're interested in voting them up or
down - - they can be on Monday's calendar. Right,
Peter? For Call Up on Monday's calendar. If
you're interested in calling them up, you need to
review them by tomorrow, no later than 12:00 so
that we can get them into the calendar for Monday.
