COMMITTEE COUNSEL SHINE:  Council 13 

Member Barron. 14 

CHAIRPERSON COMRIE, JR.:  Land use, 15 

this is Land Use.   16 

COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON:  Anything in 17 

the Speaker’s district? 18

CHAIRPERSON COMRIE, JR.:  Now while 19 

we’re waiting for a vote tally, I just want to 20 

acknowledge that we have an esteemed former 21 

colleague in the room, Council Member Herb Berman 22 

from Brooklyn who’s here, who’s going to be 23 

considered for the Lobbying Commission.  And also 24 

I want to remind you that this time of year you’re 25 
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going to be getting multiple requests for sidewalk 2 

café permits.  Please look at your emails from the 3 

Land Use staff that will be coming to you, there 4 

will be a lot of sidewalk permits, because they do 5 

not calendar them through the year, they’re mostly 6 

calendared in February.  So your staff is going to 7 

have to do a lot and help Peter and the Land Use 8 

staff with making sure that if you’re interested 9 

in a sidewalk café being challenged, you need to 10 

respond quickly, or you’ll lose your  opportunity 11 

to challenge.

COMMITTEE COUNSEL SHINE:  … which 6 

is approved by a vote of 17 in the affirmative, 7 

one in the negative and no abstentions; LU 267, 8 

which is approved by a vote of 17 in the 9 

affirmative, none in the negative and one 10 

abstention; and LU 282, which is approved by a 11 

vote of 17 in the affirmative, one in the negative 12 

and no abstentions.   13 

CHAIRPERSON COMRIE, JR.:  We are 14 

going to hold this vote open, because Council 15 

Member is here and she’s upstairs, and I’m not 16 

going to have Council Member Dickens kill me.  But 17 

she’s upstairs in Leadership.  Will somebody tell 18 

Council Member Dickens that I’m trying to hold the 19 

vote for her?  So Health Committee members, please 20 

go to 14, Rules Committee members, please stay 21 

right here, we’re going to do Rules.  We’re trying 22 

to get Council Member Dickens here.  The Rules 23 

Committee, we can bring the candidates up for 24 

Rules, so we can grill them for their two-hour 25 
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grilling that we promised to give them, and … oh, 2 

I thought she was there.  Is she in the building?  3 

Is Council Member Dickens in the building?  4 

Technically I can’t hold it, she’s got to come 5 

now.
