Council Member Vallone’s district, Queens 13 

Community Board 1, Item No. 20115286 TCQ, known as 14 

Canz Bar, to establish an unenclosed sidewalk café 15 

located at 40-11 30 th  Avenue.   16 

The last sidewalk café is Land Use 17 

Item No. 303 in Council Member Dickens’ district, 18 

Manhattan Community Board 10, Item No. 20115323 19 

TCM.  It’s an--Applebee’s is having a sidewalk 20 

café, hmm, located at 1 West 125 th  Street.   21 

And then we have 1 UDEP, Item No.  22 

238, Item No. 20115223 HAK, 824 Monroe Street.  23 

It’s an Asset Control property in Council Member 24 

Mealy’s District and she approves the project.  25 
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And that is it for today’s agenda.   2

16 

WILLIAM MARTIN:  By vote of 22 in 17 

the affirmative, zero in the negative and no 18 

abstentions, all items are adopted, with the 19 

exception of Land Use Item--LU 238, which is 20 

adopted by 20 in the affirmative, 1 in the 21 

negative and no abstentions. 22 

CHAIRPERSON COMRIE:  This meeting 23 

is now adjourned.

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the Committee on Land Use, all items on today’s 2 

agenda have been adopted by vote of 22 in the 3 

affirmative, zero in the negative and no 4 

abstentions, with the exception of Land Use Item 5 

238, which is adopted by a vote of 21 in the 6 

affirmative, one in the negative and zero 7 

abstentions.
