We have two sidewalk cafés, one 16 

enclosed in Council Member Reyna’s district, Land 17 

Use Item No. 390, Item No. 20105769 TCK, Brooklyn 18 

Community Board 1, known as Fortunato Brothers 19 

Café and Bakery at 289 Manhattan Avenue.  The 20 

other one is an unenclosed sidewalk café, Land Use 21 

No. 391, Item No. 20115504 TCM in Speaker Quinn’s 22 

district, Manhattan Community board 12.  It’s a 23 

bistro known as Lyon.  Lyon, excuse me.  Lyon at 24 

118 th  Greenwich Avenue.   25 
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And then we have a UDAP in Council 2 

Member Barron’s district.  It’s Land Use No. 392, 3 

Item No. 20115751 HAK, 660 Jerome Street, 741 4 

Barbey Street in Brooklyn.  They’re both Section 5 

202, supportive housing for the elderly.   6 

Again, the budget hearings is going 7 

to be upstairs on the 16 th  floor, subcommittees are 8 

scheduled for June 2 nd and June 7 th .  I would 9 

recommend a yes vote on all items on today’s 10 

calendar.  All items have been heard and vetted in 11 

the subcommittees.
