in question, "This letter addresses the concerns
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raised at today's hearing of the Subcommittee on
Zoning and Franchises, of this New York City
Council, on the above referenced application,
regarding ongoing monitoring and mitigation of
potential impacts on the proposed action on area
parks and open space. The applicant, Industco
Holdings, has confirmed its commitment by separate
letter, a copy of which is annexed. This

applicant has committed to notify the Department
of Parks and Recreation, Bronx Community Boards 3
and 6, the Office of the Borough President, both

of you" that's Members Rivera and Arroyo, "or your
successors in the City Council” [laughs] "each

time a new building permit is issued for one of

the applicants proposed buildings. The applicant
has also committed to prepare a report on an
annual basis, identifying residential buildings

for which new building permits have been issued on
non-applicant controlled properties in the

rezoning area. At this time, the Department will
evaluate the current open space conditions to
determine what opportunities there may be to
improve open space within the rezoning area. The

Department will meet with Community Board's 3 and
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6 throughout the year, OMB community board's

consultation process, to discuss proposed capital

projects within those community boards. The

Department will meet yearly with the Council

Members of the Council districts that fall within

the rezoning area to discuss capital projects

and/or programmatic needs. We believe these

commitments address the issues raised at today's

hearing and we look forward to continuing to work

with you on parks and open space concerns." And

we have discussed this with Council Member Arroyo

and she is okay with this letter. And so, we have

resolved that issue, and with that, we're going to

move to vote on this issue. Again, it's Land Use

Nos. 485 through 490, which are all going to be

coupled together. We will recommend an aye vote,

and I'm going to call on Christian Hylton to call

the roll on this item.
