It’s recommended 15 

for approval by Council Member Reyna.  Land Use 16 

No. 566, Item No. 20115825 TCK.  It’s known as the 17 

Nighthawk Cinema located at 136 Metropolitan 18 

Avenue.  The second Land Use item is a—we have to 19 

hear from Council Member Weprin regarding the 20 

second Land Use item. 21 

COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN:  Thank you, 22 

Mr. Chair.  On Land Use No. 569, it’s a PMW Inc., 23 

which is doing business as Spring Street Natural 24 

on Spring Street in Community Board 2.  We have a 25 
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motion—I’m going to make a motion to withdraw 2 

pursuant to a letter of withdrawal from the 3 

Department of Consumer Affairs.  We have to pull 4 

that from the agenda. 5 

COUNCIL MEMBER LEROY COMRIE:  Okay, 6 

so we’ll vote that as a withdrawal during the 7 

vote.  The third item is a sidewalk café, Land Use 8 

No. 569 in Manhattan Community Board 5, Speaker 9 

Quinn’s district, Item No. 201252324 TCM, known as 10 

Pain Quotidien.  The translation is the Daily 11 

Bread a sidewalk café located at 7 East 53 rd  12 

Street.  That sidewalk café is also in Speaker 13 

Quinn’s district, Land Use Item No. 571 in 14 

Manhattan Community Board 2 also, Item No. 15 

20125382 TCM.  It’s known as Pastis.  It’s an 16 

approval for a sidewalk café at 9-19 Ninth Avenue.  17 

The last item on today’s agenda is Land Use Item 18 

No. 577, which will be in Council member Foster’s 19 

district, recommended for approval in Bronx 20 

Community Board 4.  It’s to convey a previously 21 

approved modification for urban development action 22 

area project and that is located at 1484 Inwood 23 

Avenue.  Did I read the Item No.?  Item No. 24 

20125378 HAX.  So that is everything on today’s 25 
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agenda.  Vote yes to all and a yes will be to vote 2 

for a motion to withdrawal Land Use No. 568.  Just 3 

before the vote, I just want to remind members 4 

that the next—that we will have a Budget hearing 5 

immediately starting at 11 o’clock today.  We’re 6 

expecting Landmarks first, then the Department of 7 

City Planning at noon, DUIT at one and the public 8 

at two.  There will be a special meeting on March 9 

the 14 th .  Please keep your calendars open for the 10 

time or contact the staff for the time.  That will 11 

be to vote on the Saint Vincent’s rezoning and the 12 

next Subcommittee meetings will be held on March 13

We will keep the roll open until 12 

the hearing is ready to start.  I know that there 13 

are some members that are at a meeting this 14 

morning, some members are downstairs at another 15 

hearing, but with that, if you can please sign the 16 

Committee reports, the meeting is adjourned, but 17 

the hearing will stay open until the—the vote will 18 

stay open until the Finance overview will start.  19 

Well, we should start at 11 depending on when the 20 

Commissioner for Landmarks arrives.  With that, 21 

thank you all for being here this morning and with 22 

that, the meeting is closed.   23
