Land Use item 573, Item No. 20125307 HKM.  It’s to 7 

landmark the Hotel Walcott at 4 West 31 st  Street, 8 

a.k.a.  410 West 31 st  Street to make that a 9 

historic landmark.  We’re doing landmark 10 

designation in Council Member Chin’s district 11 

known as the Mutual Reserve Building, Manhattan 12 

Community Board 1, Land Use No. 574, Item No. 13 

20125308 HKM.  It’s to designate as a landmark the 14 

Mutual Reserve Building located at 305 Broadway.  15 

Then we have another one in Speaker Quinn’s 16 

district, the landmarking the R.H.  Macy and Co.  17 

store at the 14 th  Street annex in Manhattan 18 

Community Board 2, Land Use No. 575, Item No. 19 

20125309 HKM.  It’s to landmark the R.H.  Macy 20 

store at 14 th  Street located at 56 West 14 th  Street 21 

to be a historic landmark.  We’re also doing a 22 

landmark in Council Member Wills’ district in 23 

Queens in Community Board 9, the Daniel and Abbie 24 

Eldridge House, Land Use No. 576, Item No. 25 
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20125310 HKQ, landmarking the Daniel and Abbie 2 

Eldridge House located at 8761 111 Street.  We 3 

have a motion to file pursuant to withdrawal a 4 

sidewalk café application at the restaurant known 5 

as Casa Bella.  They have withdrawn the 6 

application, Land Use Item No. 578, Council Member 7 

Chin’s district in Community Board 2--D.C.A.  8 

withdrew the application—20125298 TCM, motion to 9 

withdraw.  We have a couple more items, a sidewalk 10 

café—two—in Speaker Quinn’s district known as 11 

Spunto, Land Use No. 579, Manhattan Community 12

7th  Avenue South.  We have lastly an e designation 19 

text amendment to streamline the e program by 20 

which the city codifies environmental requirements 21 

for impacts from hazardous materials, air quality 22 

or noise or potential development sites identified 23 

in the environmental review process for proposed 24 

rezonings.  That is a city-wide designation done 25 
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by the Department of City Planning.  That’s Land 2 

Use Item No. 581, N120090 ZRY and that is the 3 

breadth and depth of today’s agenda.
