This property consists of one
building provides 103 [phonetic] units of rental
housing for low income families. Council Member
Foster supports this item.

The next Crotona V, a property
located in Council Member Joel Rivera’s district
in the Bronx. This property consists of two
buildings, 87 units of rental housing for low
income families. It will undergo a rehab.
