Public House, a sidewalk café to be continued to 3 

maintain an unenclosed sidewalk café at 86 Kenmore 4 

Street, Land Use Item number 686 in Community 5 

Board 2, Item number 20125776 TCM.  This is item 6 

in Council Member Palma’s district, the - - 7 

apartments, Land Use number 687 in Bronx Community 8 

Board 9, Council District 18, Item number C120173 9 

ZMX.  It’s an application submitted by the Housing 10 

Authority pursuant to Sections 197c and 201, which 11 

were changed a rezoning to construct 18 new 12 

residential buildings; one eight-story building, 13 

one building to contain senior housing and 16 two-14 

family homes.  It’s going to be a property bounded 15 

by Randall Avenue, Rosedale Avenue, Lacomb 16 

[phonetic] Avenue, Bronx River Avenue and - - 17 

passing at a point 70 degree southerly, to the 18 

southerly street line of Randall Avenue.  We have 19 

in Council Member Lappin’s district a landmark 20 

designation for the corrected application for is 21 

now known as Land Use Item number 700, the 22 

Yorkville Bank Building, Manhattan Community Board 23 

8, Item number is now 20125791 HKM.

Bank Building, Land Use Item 701, located at 124 5 

Bowery as a historic landmark.  Also, two others 6 

in Council Member Chin’s building, a landmarks 7 

preservation again is looking to landmark the 8 

Bowery Mission in Council District 1, Manhattan 9 

Community Board 3, Item number 20135014 HKM known 10 

as the Bowery Mission at 227 Bowery.  Also Land 11 

Use Item number 703 in Council Member Chin’s 12 

district, Manhattan Community Board 1, Item number 13 

20135015 HKM to landmark a building known as the 14 

New York Curb Exchange later known as the American 15 

Stock Exchange located at 86 Trinity Place as a 16 

historic landmark.  And finally, the last item is 17 

in Council Member James’ district, Community 18

landmark the Park Place Historic District.  It 21 

consists of the properties bounded by a line 22

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of 675 Park going northerly to 675-655 Park, 2 

angularly along the lines of 653 and 651 Park 3 

southerly along the western property line of 651 4 

Park to the northern curb line of Park Place and 5 

easterly along - - curb line to the point of the 6 

beginning, which will be now known as the Park 7 

Place Historic District.  Would any members like 8 

to comment on anything on today’s agenda?

I’m not going to go through the details 20 

because they were stated yesterday.  There was a 21 

concern about a compost site directly in front of 22 

or in the vicinity of the project.  I just want to 23 

say that the compost site is a non-active compost 24 

site.  It is not in use particularly because 25 
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sanitation doesn’t have the money to operate it, 2 

so that’s a good thing, but if it was an 3 

operational compost site, they would only be doing 4 

leaves and Christmas trees.  Right now we are 5 

working with the community and some organizations 6 

and sanitation and the Parks Department to bring 7 

lessons about composting into the area, so the 8 

residents of that area can feel comfortable about 9 

what goes into composting, and I again want to 10 

express support for this project and thank my 11 

colleagues for their support.  Thank you. 12 

CHAIRPERSON COMRIE:  Council Member 13 

Lappin? 14 

COUNCIL MEMBER LAPPIN:  I did want 15 

to just thank the Landmarks Subcommittee and the 16 

full Committee for designating today the Yorkville 17 

Bank.  It’s a lovely building and will be a very 18 

worthy landmark. 19
