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Land Use #743, known as McCoy, it's a sidewalk
café at 89 MacDougal Street, Item #20135084 TCM,
and the last one is known as Olio, Land Use #744,
it's also in Speaker Quinn's district, Item

#20135137 TCM, to continue to maintain a sidewalk
café located 3 Greenwich Avenue. Also we have a
landmark in the Speaker's district in Manhattan
Community Board #5, Land Use #745, Item #20135180
HKM, known as the Rainbow Room, consisting of the
eastern section of the 65 ™ floor interior,
including the fixtures, interior components of the
space at 30 Rockefeller Center known as the
Rainbow Room, to be an interior landmark. Then we
have an HPD UDAP in Council Member Dickens'
district, Land Use #746, the Hargate Apartments,
AKA Gateway Il, and in Manhattan Community Board
#9, Iltem #20135199 HAM, that's a UDAP for
exemption of real property taxes at 235 Central

Park North. And then we have an application for
exemption of property taxes in Council Member
Jackson's district, Sinclair Houses Apartments,

Item #20135202 HAM, and it's a tax exemption for
property located at 502 West 151 st Street. Council

Member Garodnick and Council Member Lander have
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arrived, and Council Member Maria Del Carmen
Arroyo is here as well. Just an update on Land

Use #742, the Double Seven, there's a motion to
withdraw, pursuant to applications being withdrawn
by the owner.
