18 

Back to Speaker's District, a sidewalk café, Land 19 

Use No. 836, Item No. 20135454 TCM in Community 20 

Board 4 in Manhattan, to operate a café doing 21 

business as 44&X Hells Kitchen, located at 622 22 

10th Avenue.  In Council Member Chin's district, 23 

the Water Street POPs text amendment, which we had 24 

a presentation on, Land Use No. 837, Item No. N 25 
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130206(A) ZRM.  This is to deal with the amendment 2 

of the zoning, a temporary amendment of the zoning 3 

resolution concerning privately owned public 4 

spaces within Community Board 1.  In Council 5 

Member Vallone's district in Queens, also in 6 

Queens Community Board 1, we're dealing with Land 7
