And the | ast
item before us is 1111-A, which would require that
snoke al arns be periodically be replaced and woul d
i npose new standards on snoke al ar ns.

Each of these bills was heard by this
commttee earlier this year, and each has been
anended based upon comrents and feedback that we’ ve
recei ved from stakehol ders, as well as the
adm ni stration. A good deal has been said about
these bills already, so | will briefly say that the
resiliency bills before us today will go a | ong way
toward making the city’s buildings and critica
facilities safer and nore robust... excuse nme, and
nore robust to future disasters and Intro 1111-A
will help to protect the city’ s residents fromthe
risk of fire by making sure that snoke alarns are
