So
that’s 971, 972, 973, 974, 990. On Rheingold, |
think you did a good job getting 30 percent, but
that neans 70 percent is market, 70 percent is

going to be an extrenely high AM in another area

where the AM is very low, and then as far as
Ki ngsbridge is concerned, really that’s too much
skating. N ne arenas, no Black and Latino peopl e
skate that nmuch. W don’t even have...we don't even
have...we don’t have even that many in hockey so,
you know, they can learn with four arenas or five
arenas, but on a serious note sone community
activists would have preferred a nore sports
conpl ex other than just skating rinks, and | hope
in the 52,000 square feet you have left that you
put the hip-hop nuseumin that area. That woul d be
a good idea, but that's just a little bit too nuch
ice skating in an area that could use other things
other than skating. Five arenas and sone ot her
ki nds of things would be good so | vote no on 964,
965, 966 and 967, and for Rheingold, no on 951,
952, 953.
