Under the bill, the New York City Department of Transportation (DOT) would be required to conduct a comprehensive study regarding pedestrian and bicyclist safety along truck routes every five years. The study would require DOT to examine the impact of tolling policies on the use of truck routes, the prevalence of crashes and traffic violations, and information regarding any safety measures implemented on such routes. Further, DOT would be required to develop strategies for increasing pedestrian and cyclist safety on truck routes.
