C2-2 District to a C4-3 District. The proposed
zoning change will facilitate the development of an

ll-story approximately 152,000 square feet mixed-use

The application is in Queens Community
Board 7 in Council Member Koo's District.

Land Use No. 192 Hunters Point Cluster,
an application submitted by HPD for a grant of a
property tax exemption to facilitate the preservation
of approximately 96 units of affordable housing.
