A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to requiring an annual analysis of, and recommendations based on, OATH tribunal dismissals.
..Body
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Section 1048 of the New York city charter is amended by adding a new subdivision 6 to read as follows:
6. The office of administrative trials and hearings shall issue a report by April 1 of each year analyzing the violations dismissed in the previous calendar year at the office of administrative trials and hearings, the environmental control board, and any tribunal, part of a tribunal, or category of adjudication transferred to such office by executive order issued pursuant to subdivision two of this section or otherwise under the authority of the office of administrative trials and hearings. Such report shall include a cataloguing and analysis of the characteristics of the violations dismissed, by violation-issuing agency, and the reasons for dismissal. Such report shall be sent to the speaker of the council, the public advocate, the mayor, and each agency that has issued violations included in the report.
§ 2. Each agency that receives a report from the office of administrative trials and hearing pursuant to section 1 of this local law shall prepare a report analyzing any trends observed in dismissals of violations issued by their agency during the year covered by such report, as well as a comparison with any previous report received pursuant to this local law. Such report shall include such agency's planned actions to minimize the occurrence of issued violations being dismissed. Such report shall be sent to the speaker of the council, the public advocate, and the mayor by June 1, 2016.
§ 3. This local law shall take effect immediately and shall expire and be deemed repealed on December 31, 2018, except that section 2 of this local law shall expire and be deemed repealed on December 31, 2016.
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
