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Summary of Legislation: Proposed Intro. No. 712-A would require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to conduct an annual community air quality survey to measure air pollution around New York City. Specifically, such survey must measure pollutants at street-level monitoring sites, determine how pollutant concentrations vary at monitoring sites across the City and the relationship to local factors, identify major sources and patterns of pollutants, and produce maps indicating the varying concentration levels of pollutants across the City by pollutant.
In addition, by April 22 of each year, DOHMH would be required to issue a report to the Speaker of the City Council summarizing the results of that year’s community air quality survey. Such report must also be made available on DOHMH’s website in a machine-readable format.

Effective Date: This local law would take effect 120 days after enactment, provided that the Commissioner of DOHMH may take such measures as are necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, prior to such effective date.

No. 712 on June 24, 2015 and the legislation was laid over. The legislation was subsequently amended and the amended legislation, Proposed Intro. No. 712-A, will be voted on by the Committee on Health on October 13, 2015. Upon successful vote by the Committee, Proposed Intro. No. 712-A will be submitted to the full Council for a vote on October 15, 2015.
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
