TITLE:  A local law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to permitting ECB to use community service as an alternative to fines.
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require an administrative law judge, for certain violations of the administrative code returnable to the office of administrative trials and hearings, to offer, as a settlement, the option for a respondent to choose to complete community service. This bill would require the office of administrative trials and hearings to communicate the option of settlement to any eligible person and monitor compliance with such settlements.  This bill would also allow an administrative law judge to enter a judgment for civil penalties against a person who opts for settlement through community service but fails to comply with the terms of such settlement.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

6 months after it becomes law
