This morning the General Welfare 

Committee will be voting on two pieces of legislation 

related to homelessness policy -- Proposed Intro 622-

A, sponsored by Council Member Crowley, in relation 

to requiring the Department of Homeless Services to 

educate homeless persons on domestic violence; 

Proposed Intro 1460-A, sponsored by Council Member 

Levin, in relation to creating a continuum of care 

steering committee to advise the Department of 

Homeless Services and for the responsibilities of the 

interagency coordinating council and to repeal 

Section 21-306 of the Administrative Code of the City 
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of New York relating to the homeless services 

advisory board.

COUNCIL MEMBER PALMA:  Good morning.  

We've been joined by Council Member Elizabeth Crowley 

from Queens who has a statement for the record on 

Intro 622-A. 

COUNCIL MEMBER CROWLEY:  Thank you, 

Acting Chair Palma.  Good morning everybody.  I want 

to thank the Chair and the Committee for bringing 

Intro 622-A to a vote and for all my colleagues who 

have signed on as co-sponsors. 
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This bill will require the Department of 

Homeless Services to provide individuals at shelter 

intake facilities with written or electronic 

education materials on domestic violence.  These 

materials will inform people on how to report 

domestic violence and how to access relevant services 

to help individuals end abusive relationships.   

Far too often people go homeless because 

they abruptly leave a relationship in which they are 

subject to domestic violence and this often means 

that someone has to give up their home and enter a 

shelter.  Providing these educational materials will 

serve as one further step to help a significant 

portion of the shelter population manage such 

circumstances and lead them on a path to regain their 

independence.  Thank you. 

COMMITTEE CLERK:  Final vote Committee on 

General Welfare, both items have been adopted by a 

vote of 6 in the affirmative, 0 in the negative and 

no abstentions.
