A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to transferring administration of the senior citizen rent increase exemption (SCRIE) and disability rent increase exemption (DRIE) programs to the department of finance
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would transfer administration of the Senior Citizen Rent Increase Exemption (SCRIE) and Disability Rent Increase Exemption (DRIE) programs from the Department of Housing Preservation and Development to the Department of Finance.
CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:

· Amends Administrative Code §26-601
· Amends Administrative Code §26-605
EFFECTIVE DATE:

180 days after becoming law, except that the commissioner of finance shall take all actions necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, prior to such effective date.
