BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require owners of multiple dwellings to post a notice when making a building amenity unavailable to one or more lawful occupants. 

CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:

· Adds a new paragraph 49 to subdivision a of section 27-2004 and a new subdivision g to section 27-2005 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York
EFFECTIVE DATE:

120 days after enactment.
