Title:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to newsracks.



Sponsor:
Council Members Recchia, Liu, Fidler Nelson and Gentile

Summary of Legislation: The proposed law would amend multiple provisions of section 19-128.1 of chapter 1 of title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 23 of 2002.

This section would require each person who owns or controls a newsrack on any sidewalk to submit to the Commissioner of the Department of Transportation a form providing the address of such newsrack; the name of the newspaper(s) or written matter and the name, address, telephone number, and email address of the owner or person in control of such newsracks prior to placing or installing such newsrack on a sidewalk. To certify once every four months to the Commissioner and maintain a log on measures taken to repainted newsracks, or that best efforts have been made to remove graffiti and other unauthorized writing, painting, drawing, or other markings or inscriptions. Additionally, it requires that fines ranging from $50 to $4,000 would be imposed on violators of this local law after a notice of violation has been issued. However, no notice of violation shall be issued for failure to comply with a notice of correction issued unless the Commissioner has caused a second inspection of the violation to take place within fourteen days after the applicable period for correcting such violation expires.

Effective Date: This local law would take effect sixty days after its enactment, except that the Commissioner of the Department of Transportation shall be authorized to take such administrative actions deemed necessary to effectuate the provisions of this local law prior to its effective date.
