	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would add a new subdivision to Section 7-703 of the administrative code to expand the nuisance abatement law to include certain violations relating to the production of false identification documents.  The legislation, which specifically includes one- or two-family dwellings, would establish as presumptive evidence that a building is a public nuisance if, “there have occurred, within a one-year period preceding the commencement of an action under this chapter, two or more [legal] violations constituting separate occurrences on the part of the lessees, owners operators or occupants.”
