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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you,

          3  everyone. I know it is an awkward time to be meeting

          4  this morning. But it's an important issue that we

          5  have here, and as we always talk about and say, we

          6  are here to support our colleagues, and as our

          7  colleagues work out agreements with the community,

          8  we are here to support those agreements and move

          9  forward for the good of the City.

         10                 So, today we have a Land Use

         11  application at 35 through 41 West 23rd Street. It is

         12  in Council Member Speaker Quinn's district. It is an

         13  application for a special permit on 23rd Street for

         14  a 21 story and three-story mixed use development at

         15  the site. This was the cause of some controversy and

         16  the Council Member has been meeting with the

         17  developers and the community and working out

         18  agreements so that it is best suited for her

         19  district, and those agreements have been worked out.

         20                 So, today we are going to do a motion

         21  to approve with the design changes that are part of

         22  the resolution. The modifications will be in the

         23  resolution that will be going off to the City

         24  Planning Commission for approval.

         25                 One is the modification of drawings.
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          2  I'm not going to go through every single

          3  modification that was agreed upon, a lot of them are

          4  aesthetic, some of them deal with green space. But

          5  basically it's modified drawings to reflect changes

          6  in the coloration, additional green space and design

          7  changes to the horizontal design elements of the

          8  building, in order to make sure that it fits in with

          9  the community better.

         10                 There is also another clause to end

         11  the possibility of a loophole that we were concerned

         12  about with the Landmarks Commission, respecting the

         13  certificate of appropriateness, to make sure that

         14  when they go back for an approval there isn't a

         15  problem on that level.

         16                 So, those are the two modifications

         17  that are going to go with the resolution to City

         18  Planning, agreed upon by the Speaker, and I would

         19  like to do, surprisingly, a motion to approve.

         20                 Any discussion?

         21                 All right, call the roll.
