	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to mandating that the commissioner of the fire department promulgate rules requiring certain building owners to file a list with the fire department indicating the number of  each floor of the building.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would give the fire commissioner the power to promulgate rules that require owners of the J-2 category of multiple-unit dwellings and apartment buildings to file accurate and up-to-date floor numbering lists indicating which floor numbers have been to assigned to the building to assist firefighters in locating emergency situations.  These rules must also direct building owners to electronically file any changes to the floor numbering list with the fire department within two business days of the designated change. 



	Effective Date: This local law would take effect 90 days after its enactment into law.
