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          1  FIRE AND CRIMINAL JUSTICE SERVICES

          2                 CHAIRPERSON MARTINEZ: All right,

          3  we're going to call the meeting of the Fire and

          4  Criminal Justice Services Committee to order, and I

          5  want to welcome everyone, and good morning. Let me

          6  acknowledge the members of the Committee that are

          7  here. Joseph Addabbo from Queens, Jimmy Vacca from

          8  Bronx, Tony Avella from Queens, and pay attention,

          9  the Honorable, that's what it says there, right? The

         10  Honorable Matthew Eugene from Brooklyn. Eric Gioia

         11  from Queens. Not only is he Honorable, he's also a

         12  doctor.

         13                 I'm going to give some brief opening

         14  remarks and if there are no other comments, we're

         15  going to vote on the proposed Intro. 496. Gale

         16  Brewer, Council Member Gale Brewer, the sponsor of

         17  this legislation, wanted to be with us on time, but

         18  unfortunately she has been delayed and is getting

         19  here from her district now.

         20                 On April 18th this Committee

         21  conducted a hearing on Intro. 496, and heard

         22  testimony from the New York City Fire Department and

         23  the Uniformed Fire Officers Association in support

         24  of the intent of this legislation. The United

         25  Firefighters Association, and the Uniformed
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          2  Firefighters Officers Association have also

          3  submitted statements in support of this legislation

          4  today, which will be made part of the record.

          5                 This legislation requires the Fire

          6  Commissioner to promulgate rules establishing

          7  standards, procedures, and requirements for

          8  electronic filing of fraud numbering lists with the

          9  Fire Department. With the owner of the building and

         10  space classified in occupancy group J 2 that are 150

         11  or more in height, and have no sequential or

         12  non-standard floor numbering, as the Fire Department

         13  shall define such building by rules.

         14                 The rule must specify that every

         15  affected building owner must submit a floor

         16  numbering list to the Fire Department that indicate

         17  what floor number have been assigned each floor of

         18  the building. The rule must also require the

         19  electronic filing of amended floor number lists

         20  within two business days in the event the floor

         21  number designation are changed.

         22                 I believe that in the past this

         23  legislation -- I believe that in passing this

         24  legislation, we have an opportunity to derive

         25  something positive out of a tragic incident.
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          2  Although this legislation cannot ensure the safety

          3  of the firefighters, or the victims of fires, it is

          4  yet another tool to be used by our firefighters in

          5  protecting our constituents and ensuring their own

          6  safety.

          7                 I will now turn -- she's not here

          8  now. I'm going to ask if there is anyone here who

          9  has testimony in opposition or opposing -- opposed

         10  or for this legislation?

         11                 Seeing none, I'm going to ask the

         12  clerk to call the roll.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: Proposed Introduction

         14  496-A. Council Member Martinez.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON MARTINEZ: Aye.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Addabbo.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Yes.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vacca.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER VACCA: Yes.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Eugene.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER EUGENE: Yes.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of six in

          3  the affirmative, zero in the negative, and zero

          4  abstentions, the item is adopted.

          5                 Members, please sign the Committee

          6  report. Thank you.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON MARTINEZ: I'm going to

          8  ask the clerk to leave the vote open for another

          9  ten, 15 minutes.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Proposed Introduction

         11  496-A. Council Member Monserrate.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER MONSERRATE: On

         13  Introduction 496-A, I vote in the affirmative.
