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          1  LANDMARKS, PUBLIC SITING AND MARITIME USES

          2                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Welcome to the

          3  Land Use Subcommittee on Landmarks, Public Siting

          4  and Maritime Uses. My name is Jessica Lappin, I'm

          5  the Chair of the Committee. We're joined today by

          6  Council Member Charles Barron from Brooklyn, Council

          7  Member Rosie Mendez of Manhattan, Council Member

          8  Maria del Carmen Arroyo of the Bronx, Council Member

          9  John Liu of Queens and Council Member Tish James of

         10  Brooklyn.

         11                 I wanted to note that the Neponsit

         12  Health Center has been withdrawn. We have a letter

         13  from Richard Levy of the Health and Hospitals

         14  Corporation withdrawing this matter from our

         15  consideration.

         16                 The next item on the agenda is the

         17  Crown Heights North Historic District, which is

         18  located in both Council Member Vann and Council

         19  Member James's districts. Council Member Vann, who

         20  could not be here today, is very much in support of

         21  this. I know Council Member James is, and I wanted

         22  to bring the Landmarks Commission up to testify

         23  about this.

         24                 And Council Member Leroy Comrie has

         25  joined us as well from Queens. I know he's back and
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          2  forth because there's another Land Use hearing

          3  happening next door regarding Jamaica, Queens. So,

          4  you'll be in and out.

          5                 MS. JACKIER: Good morning, Council

          6  members. My name is Diane Jackier, Director of

          7  External Affairs for the Landmarks Preservation

          8  Commission.

          9                 I am here today to testify on the

         10  Commission's designation of the Crown Heights North

         11  Historic District in Brooklyn.

         12                 On September 19th, 2006, the

         13  Landmarks Commission held a public hearing on

         14  proposed designation. Twenty-eight people spoke in

         15  favor, including Council Member Al Vann, Council

         16  Member Letitia James, Brooklyn Borough President,

         17  Marty Markowitz, a representative of the Crown

         18  Heights Neighborhood Association, Brooklyn Community

         19  Boards 3 and 8, the Metropolitan Chapter of the

         20  Victorian Society in America, the Society for the

         21  Architecture of the City, the Historic Districts

         22  Council, the New York Landmarks Conservancy and the

         23  Municipal Arts Society. Four people spoke in

         24  opposition. The Commission also received several

         25  letters and e-mails in support of designation.
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          2                 On April 24th, 2007, the Commission

          3  voted to designate the Crown Heights North Historic

          4  District a New York City Historic District.

          5  Comprised of more than 470 buildings, the Crown

          6  Heights North Historic District includes single- and

          7  two-family row houses, free-standing residences,

          8  apartment houses, churches and institutional

          9  buildings in a variety of styles constructed from

         10  the most part from the 1870s to the 1920s.

         11                 Although the Crown Heights name did

         12  not come into use until the early 20th century, the

         13  district is located within what is today Crown

         14  Heights's northwestern portion, an area of Brooklyn

         15  roughly bounded by Atlantic Avenue and Eastern

         16  Parkway on the north and south by Bedford and Albany

         17  Avenues on the west and east.

         18                 Crown Heights North is located just

         19  southeast of the important crossroads of what was

         20  once known as Bedford Coroners, where the Village of

         21  Bedford's population, including the Lefferts family,

         22  a slave-holding family, that was one of the areas

         23  major land owners was centered.

         24                 In 1854 the heirs of Judge Leffert

         25  Lefferts, Jr. auctioned off most of the property
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          2  that would become Crown Heights North. The area

          3  remained fairly rural until the 1850s when new

          4  transportation links were built including rail and

          5  ferry lines, and in 1883 the Brooklyn Bridge.

          6  Between 1888 and 1893 hundreds of exceptionally fine

          7  freestanding and attached row houses were

          8  constructed in the area, and many of them remain

          9  remarkably intact today. Among these are the wood

         10  framed Greek Revival Italianate George B. and Susan

         11  Elkins House at 1375 Dean Street and the circa 1870

         12  High Victorian Gothic Dean Sage house at the

         13  northeast corner of St. Mark's and Brooklyn Avenues.

         14  In addition, rows of speculative houses that were

         15  built along Dean Street in a variety of

         16  architectural styles that were popular in the late

         17  19th and early 20th centuries, including the

         18  Italianate neo-Grec Queen Anne, as well as the

         19  Romanesque, Renaissance, Colonial, Mediterranean,

         20  Medieval, and Tudor Revival styles.

         21                 Around the turn of the century as the

         22  area was becoming one of Brooklyn's most desirable

         23  residential neighborhoods, four-story flats

         24  buildings were built, joining the Bedfordshire and

         25  Imperial Apartments near Grant Square, which were
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          2  designed by Montrose Morris, one of the finest

          3  architects active in Brooklyn during the late 19th

          4  century.

          5                 The opening of the IRT subway line

          6  along Eastern Parkway in 1920 kicked off a final

          7  wave of residential development in Crown Heights

          8  North, as many free-standing mansions were

          9  demolished and replaced by six-story elevator

         10  apartment houses, such as the Tudor-Revival style

         11  St. Mark's Garden apartments, designed by William

         12  Hohauser, completed in 1924, and the Art Deco

         13  apartment house at 907-933 Prospect Place designed

         14  by Matthew Del Guadio, completed in 1936.

         15                 Because little architectural

         16  development has occurred in the area since the

         17  1930s, this area retained some of Brooklyn's finest

         18  and most exquisitely detailed buildings that

         19  showcase the work of architects who played an

         20  important role in Brooklyn's development, including

         21  the previously mentioned Montrose Morris, George P.

         22  Chappell, Albert E. White, Amzi Hill and Axel

         23  Hedman. Over the past 50 years, the area has become

         24  home to a substantial Caribbean and African-American

         25  community.
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          2                 Today, over a century after the major

          3  architectural development of Crown Heights North

          4  began, much of the area's historic character remains

          5  unchanged, and buildings of unusual distinctiveness

          6  create a unique sense of place, reflecting the

          7  innovative quality and beauty of Brooklyn's late

          8  nineteenth and early twentieth century architecture.

          9                 The Commission urges you to affirm

         10  the designation.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Thank you. I

         12  don't have any questions for the Commission, but I

         13  wanted to give Council Member James an opportunity

         14  to both make a statement and ask any questions.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER JAMES: Sure. On behalf

         16  of Council Member Al Vann, Madam Chair, I'd like to

         17  read his letter into the record, if you don't mind.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Please.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER JAMES: "To Council

         20  Member Jessica Lappin, Chairperson, Subcommittee on

         21  Landmarks, Public Siting and Maritime Uses, and

         22  members of the Subcommittee.

         23                 Crown Heights North Phase 1 historic

         24  district is a first step in preserving the unique

         25  architectural jewels in this very special area.
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          2                 Crown Heights North deserves to be

          3  designated in its entirety, this Phase 1 and the

          4  remaining three phases.

          5                 The first phase is the right step in

          6  the right direction, highlighting the integral

          7  beauty of Crown Heights North and its distinct sense

          8  of place. Preserving these jewels as links to our

          9  path, as well as attractions to tourists, and an

         10  anchor for small businesses is economically

         11  invigorating for the community, the borough and the

         12  City as a whole. Designating this segment of Crown

         13  Heights North will quickly stabilize the community

         14  and prevent out-of-context development.

         15                 I refer to the kind of development

         16  that commonly serves to displace the long-time

         17  residents by replacing lovely Brownstones or

         18  tree-lined streets with highrise, glass clad,

         19  high-rent condos.

         20                 Today's hearing is the community's

         21  opportunity to keep a piece of our glorious history.

         22  I am in full support of the landmark designation and

         23  I congratulate all parties involved for their

         24  diligence, sensitivity and expertise.

         25                 Respectfully, Al Vann."
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          2                 I, too, join in support of this

          3  project with my colleague, Council Member Al Vann.

          4  Crown Heights North is an architectural jewel. All

          5  of the buildings are jewels. Greatly detailed,

          6  exquisitely detailed. They provide -- most of the

          7  buildings are very distinct. Number of churches are

          8  just absolutely beautiful. I know, Madam Chair, you

          9  did a tour, a walking tour, I'm certain that you can

         10  appreciate the beauty of this wonderful community,

         11  and it's really important that we preserve its

         12  history and its unique character.

         13                 I just want to thank the Crown

         14  Heights North members, who will be speaking today in

         15  support of this application. They are truly my

         16  heroes and my sheroes, and this was a

         17  community-oriented plan, very sensitive plan and a

         18  sensitive plan that will go a long way in preserving

         19  the character of this great community.

         20                 Thank you very much.

         21                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Thank you. I did

         22  have an opportunity last week to walk the proposed

         23  district with Ms. Jackier and a historian from LPC,

         24  and it was amazing to see original stained glass

         25  windows in building after building, the original
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          2  stoops, the kinds of details that you don't often

          3  see even when we have the opportunity to protect

          4  historic districts, and it was really, it's a

          5  beautiful area.

          6                 Any other questions? Thank you very

          7  much.

          8                 I want to bring up, we have a panel

          9  in support. Greg Todd from the Crown Heights North

         10  Association, Denise Brown from the Crown Heights

         11  North Association, Valerie Bowers from the Crown

         12  Heights North Association, and Ethel Tyus, from the

         13  Crown Heights North Association. If you could

         14  please, we'll add another chair and the four of you

         15  could come up together and testify one after each

         16  other.

         17                 I notice that Mendella Jones was

         18  signed up to testify for Council Member Vann. Do you

         19  want to submit something separate from what Council

         20  Member James has already read into the record?

         21                 So, why don't we do this panel first,

         22  and then you can speak after, if that's okay, Mr.

         23  Jones? Okay, and if Ms. Young would be willing to

         24  fill out one of these slips and give it to the

         25  Sergeant, that would be helpful. And if you like,
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          2  you can come up, the five of you together.

          3                 Who ever would like to speak first,

          4  just introduce yourself for the record, please, and

          5  begin.

          6                 MS. YOUNG: Good morning, everyone. My

          7  name is Deborah Young, and I'm the President and

          8  Board Chairperson of Crown Heights North

          9  Association.

         10                 Today I am here to respectfully

         11  request that you support the designation of Crown

         12  Heights North Association. Many of us, as well as

         13  you, have had the opportunity to tour our community

         14  and certainly can attest to how well it's been

         15  maintained, and that there are numerous brownstones

         16  that are still standing in its original state. It is

         17  with that in mind that we are asking for your

         18  support and that you help us maintain this beautiful

         19  community so that we can avoid the demolition of

         20  which we have experienced with some of those

         21  beautiful homes that you have seen. So, that is my

         22  request, and thank you very much for this

         23  opportunity.

         24                 MS. BROWN: Good morning, Council

         25  members. My name is Denise Brown and I'm the
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          2  Co-Chairperson of the Crown Heights North

          3  Association, and I'm also a long-time, life-long

          4  resident of Crown Heights North.

          5                 Growing up in the area I've always

          6  had an appreciation of the architecture in the

          7  houses that surrounded us. I'm third generation, my

          8  grandmother bought her house back in the early

          9  sixties, and so there has been many, many homeowners

         10  currently in the area, have been there for

         11  generations, have taken pride in their homes, and

         12  have maintained the homes, which is the result of

         13  what you see today in terms of how you can walk down

         14  block-after-block and see in-text stained glass and

         15  text stoops. And there is a renewed pride also that

         16  is taking place with the knowledge that the area has

         17  been calendared and is in position to become

         18  hopefully a historic district where homeowners are

         19  now putting up window boxes, planters, so there's a

         20  whole new synergy and energy that's going on in a

         21  very positive way in the area based on the efforts

         22  of all of us collectively as community residents, as

         23  well as the support that we have gotten from the

         24  Landmarks Preservation Commission, our Community

         25  Board 8, our elected officials and all other
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          2  organizations, as well.

          3                 With that being said, we do ask that

          4  you approve this designation, so that we can

          5  continue to move forward with the other phases that

          6  need protection as well. Thank you.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: How long ago did

          8  you start to organize for this district?

          9                 MS. BROWN: 2001.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: 2001.

         11                 You've done a great job, I just

         12  wanted to say. It's very impressive, and I've

         13  noticed all of the churches in the district and I've

         14  been told that the churches have been supportive and

         15  a lot of that is because of the amount of time you

         16  have spent going door-to-door talking to the

         17  neighbors, talking to the leaders of your community

         18  and really explaining the benefits of the district,

         19  and it's great.

         20                 MR. TODD: My name is Greg Todd and I

         21  moved to the District in 2002, having lived in Park

         22  Slope for 25 years, and I was immediately impressed

         23  favorably with the quality, in many cases superior

         24  to far more popular Park Slope than what you find at

         25  Crown Heights, in many cases the properties are
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          2  larger and deeper. So, it was kind of a shock to

          3  find it so neglected and overlooked and it's high

          4  time that the Council recognize this.

          5                 And bear in mind that this is only

          6  phase one' of four we have proposed, and there are

          7  many other houses that are not in the current

          8  district that are under danger. In fact, right now

          9  836 Prospect Place, a fully detached property with a

         10  turret four stories high, looks like something out

         11  of Disney Land, is on the market and under a lot of

         12  pressure and there will be a lot of interest in

         13  probably demolishing it at some point, so we're

         14  hoping that won't happen, and that is, I believe, in

         15  phase two. So, we would very much encourage you to

         16  consider these other phases that we have proposed.

         17  Thank you.

         18                 MS. TYUS: I'm Ethel Tyus, an

         19  incorporator and Board Member and General Counsel to

         20  Crown Heights North. I was brought into the

         21  formation of the Association by my long-time

         22  neighbor Denise Brown and put to work trying to

         23  coalesce the rest of our neighbors around this very

         24  important issue. Most of our neighbors are aging

         25  out. They're in their eighties, their nineties,
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          2  their children are scattered to the winds and houses

          3  could go into disarray very easily, and we do see

          4  that often and we're trying to reach out to them.

          5  Now that phase one is designated, those people will

          6  be eligible for a lot more support and aid from

          7  additional sources than there would be otherwise, so

          8  we are very hopeful that this is just a first step

          9  in the Council's eye, in this area phase one of our

         10  phases and we hope that we will support LPC as it

         11  continues its study and includes the remaining three

         12  phases in the designation.

         13                 Thank you very much for your time.

         14                 MS. BOWERS: Good morning, Council and

         15  Chairman. My name is Valerie Bowers. I live in the

         16  area on Dean Street for 57 years. My parents bought

         17  the house in 1949. I also was brought in by Denise

         18  Brown, and I met these nice people and it's been one

         19  of the best things in my life in this community. I

         20  mean, it was always a beautiful community and it

         21  went through a nadir period, but it's renascence of

         22  a whole way of life, and I want to thank all of the

         23  other people who have helped us, the dedicated group

         24  of people, Tish James, Al Vann, Simeon Bankoff of

         25  the Historic District Council, Commissioner Tierney,
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          2  et al. There have been a lot of people. I can't

          3  remember them all, but I want to point out that we

          4  couldn't have done this by ourselves. And I hope you

          5  will give us the landmarking for the first phase and

          6  realize how important the second and the fourth

          7  phases are, because they're also equally beautiful

          8  areas.

          9                 Thank you.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Thank you.

         11                 Council Member James.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER JAMES: Madam Chair, as

         13  you know, from 2001, this great group of heroes and

         14  sheroes, Ms. Bowers, Ms. Tyus, Mr. Todd, Ms. Young

         15  and Ms. Brown. First let me say to Ms. Young: Ms.

         16  Young, my sympathy to you and your family. My heart

         17  is with you, my prayers are with you, and your

         18  husband is smiling down on you at this point. They

         19  went in 2001 door-to-door, block-by-block,

         20  house-by-house to do due diligence, this courageous

         21  group of people, and, you know, they galvanized a

         22  community behind them, and in support of this

         23  wonderful project. This district is absolutely, it's

         24  a beautiful district. They represent the Millionaire

         25  Club, because the homes are now valued at a million
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          2  dollars and up, I can't even buy one. So, I mean,

          3  it's just absolutely wonderful and this is what

          4  community planning is all about. Today we have a

          5  great day. We downzoned Fort Greene, Clinton Hill

          6  and now we're landmarking Crown Heights, and we're

          7  going to downzone Community Board 8, Prospect

          8  Heights look forward to working with you with that,

          9  and I congratulate you and I hold you up.

         10                 MS. YOUNG: Thank you.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: It's nice to see

         12  such a good -- and I have to note mostly of women

         13  who are here who worked so hard.

         14                 MR. YOUNG: We have another man who is

         15  a board member. We have two men on the board. So,

         16  it's not all female.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: I don't think

         18  there's anything wrong with it being mostly female.

         19  I think it's great. So, thank you very much, and

         20  thank you for taking the time to come down here

         21  today and testify.

         22                 And then the last speaker will be Mr.

         23  Jones from Council Member Vann's office.

         24                 MR. JONES: Good morning, Chair Lappin

         25  and Council members. I just wanted to give a brief
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          2  statement. I just wanted to reinforce Council Member

          3  Vann's commitment to supporting this designation of

          4  Crown Heights North as a historic district, and

          5  stress that this is only the first phase and that he

          6  supports the district, and the other three phases.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Thank you, Mr.

          8  Jones.

          9                 MR. JONES: Thank you.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Seeing nobody

         11  else here to testify on this, this hearing is now

         12  closed.

         13                 I wanted to open it up for discussion

         14  amongst the Council members. We're going to vote on

         15  this item and the amendment to the Douglaston Hill

         16  Historic District.

         17                 Any of my colleagues have any

         18  discussion about either of those items before we

         19  call for a vote?

         20                 Okay, I'd like to ask Counsel to call

         21  the roll. I recommend a favorable vote on both

         22  items.

         23                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         24  Lappin.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Aye.
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          2                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

          3  Barron.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Aye, proudly.

          5  And keep up the good work. I vote aye on this item.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: We're voting on

          7  both items.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Both?

          9                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Yes, sir.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: On the

         11  Douglaston?

         12                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Yes.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: I vote no on

         14  that. So, this discussion was for both items?

         15                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Yes.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Well, I do

         17  want to have some discussion on the Douglaston.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Well, since

         19  you're in the middle of voting, certainly explain

         20  your vote and --

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Right. Well,

         22  number one, I'm just hoping my colleagues would vote

         23  this one down for several reasons. I think this is

         24  unique. I've always been in support of historic

         25  preservation, but usually we try to do that, not at
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          2  the risk of violating rights of homeowners. In this

          3  particular case, I think I want to recommend a no

          4  vote for several reasons: One, the home that we're

          5  talking about designating as a historical, part of a

          6  historical district, was altered more than any other

          7  home in the district. A new roofing, they changed

          8  the windows almost completely. So much of it was

          9  changed, and it's larger. They increased the size of

         10  the house. And I thought they came up with a great

         11  compromise to try to work this out with Landmarks,

         12  that even prior to this they were subparceled

         13  anyway, the areas were subparceled. They just want

         14  to keep the yard, and they want to be able to do a

         15  garage and some other things in their yard.

         16                 Now, I know Landmarks said, oh,

         17  that's no problem because we've approved garages

         18  before. That's not an approval of what they want to

         19  do with that yard and with their garage.

         20                 That's not an approval of that.

         21  That's just saying we've done that before, assuming

         22  that we'll do it again.

         23                 I think they've been really done

         24  wrong. This house has been altered a lot. They're

         25  only asking now for a compromise. Take the house.
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          2  You can have jurisdiction over the house, and if

          3  they want the house because it's connected to two

          4  other houses that they might want to eventually

          5  bring in, well, the house connects it, let them at

          6  least have the yard. And I know they said, oh, we

          7  can't break it down like that - we can do anything

          8  that we want to do when we want to negotiate and

          9  compromise. I think they spent a lot of money on

         10  things unnecessarily. I think this family has been

         11  done wrong. And I just want to encourage my

         12  colleagues, you wouldn't want to be in their

         13  position. At least vote it down and let's accept the

         14  compromise that the family has offered to give

         15  jurisdiction of the house and let them have their

         16  yard so that they can make some changes to the yard

         17  without having going through approval of the

         18  Landmarks Commission.

         19                 I think that's the very least we

         20  could do for this family. It's a reasonable

         21  compromise. I think if you read this item here that

         22  they presented to us. It's reasonable, and some of

         23  the missed truths, of the untruths that the

         24  landmarks Commission has put in here about their

         25  intentions of what they're going to do with the
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          2  yard, I don't think it's fair and we wouldn't want

          3  to be treated the way this family has been treated

          4  around the issue. So, I want to encourage my

          5  colleagues, a no vote on this Douglaston, and give

          6  them an opportunity to compromise, and they're

          7  giving up the house, let them at least keep the

          8  yard. So, on that, I vote no.

          9                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         10  Comrie.

         11                 (No response.)

         12                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         13  Liu.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER LIU: Yes to both

         15  items. I want to congratulate the community

         16  advocates for helping preserve the history of our

         17  City.

         18                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         19  Martinez.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: I vote aye

         21  on all.

         22                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Councilwoman

         23  Palma.

         24                 (No response.)

         25                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Councilwoman
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          2  Arroyo.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER DEL CARMEN ARROYO: Two

          4  congratulations. One to the Crown Heights North

          5  Community for your work and your hopefully success

          6  at the end of this vote. To the Council members

          7  involved congratulations. I can see the pride

          8  glowing. I thought somebody turned on the light and

          9  it was Tish.

         10                 And congratulations, Madam Chair, on

         11  the HHC withdrawal. I know that that was an area of

         12  concern. I look forward to working with you on

         13  whatever happens there. And I vote aye on all.

         14                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Councilwoman

         15  Mendez.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER MENDEZ: Aye on all.

         17                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote stands

         18  at six in the affirmative, none in the negative on

         19  Item 20075504 HKK; and five in the affirmative, one

         20  in the negative, on 20075377 HKQ.

         21                 Council Member Comrie, how do you

         22  vote on 20075504 HKK?

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: That's the

         24  Crown Heights, I vote aye.

         25                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: And 20075377
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          1  LANDMARKS, PUBLIC SITING AND MARITIME USES

          2  HKQ.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: I vote in

          4  opposition to that being in the district.

          5                 Can I explain my vote?

          6                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: So ordered.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: I'm not

          8  opposed to the, and I want to be clear, I am not

          9  opposed to the historic designation of the district,

         10  I'm opposed to what's being done to the homeowners

         11  that have come before the Committee. And I don't

         12  know that everything has been resolved. I think they

         13  tried admirably to make a proper resolution. They

         14  came up with some projections.

         15                 I understand the concerns, and it's

         16  admirable that a community wants to have a historic

         17  location, but you have a young family that is also

         18  trying to affirm their rights as property owners,

         19  and I think that they have bent over backwards. They

         20  still haven't gotten proper responses. They sent

         21  letters to Landmarks as late as last week, trying to

         22  make some compromises, because they have children

         23  that they're trying to raise and eventually want to

         24  put through college, and I think that we are running

         25  into a land rights issue here, and what this country
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          2  was founded for, to allow people to own property is

          3  sacrosanct, I think, in the Constitution.

          4                 So, you know, I can understand if

          5  people want to have historic areas, but I think

          6  there should be enough flexibility to allow people

          7  to do some preservation and do some expansion.

          8                 So, I regrettably have to vote no on

          9  the landmarks for that issue. Thank you. And I'm

         10  sorry I have to run in and out but I have another

         11  meeting going concurrently.

         12                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote stands

         13  at seven in the affirmative on 20075504 HKK, none in

         14  the negative, no abstentions; and five in the

         15  affirmative, two in the negative, no abstentions on

         16  item no. 20075377 HKQ; seven in the affirmative,

         17  none in the negative on the filing, pursuant to the

         18  letter of withdrawal of the Neponsit Health Center,

         19  item 20075390 HHQ.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: This meeting is

         21  adjourned. I don't believe the other members of the

         22  Subcommittee are coming, so this vote is closed, as

         23  well.
