          8  we will list that agenda right after the meeting.

          9                 LU No. 462. S & J Metal Supply. It's

         10  a ULURP, UDAAP to facilitate the expansion of an

         11  existing building in Council Member Mark-Viverito's

         12  district.

         13                 Council Member Diana Reyna. LU No.

         14  463, it's Herbert Street Condominiums, to facilitate

         15  the rehabilitation of the three-story building known

         16  as Herbert Street condos with approximately 14

         17  residential units.

         18                 Manhattan Avenue Historic District is

         19  in Mark-Viverito's district. It is-- I have nowhere

         20  to go. I'll hang.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: I apologize.

         22  I'm just trying to make a point because I see Dunkin

         23  Donuts in front of me, and I'm trying to show

         24  everybody they should be eating bananas, instead of

         25  Dunkin Donuts. I'd like to state that for the
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          2  record. Thank you.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: And by the way, in

          4  case anyone didn't know it, the Donuts are probably

          5  more unhealthy. But we don't have a board to tell

          6  us. So, we'll try to get that for you.

          7                 Manhattan Avenue Historic District.

          8  Council Member Mark-Viverito's district. It is to

          9  create a historic district around Manhattan Avenue,

         10  LU 518, Council Member Gerson's District.

         11                 It is the landmarking of 63 Nassau

         12  Street.

         13                 LU No. 519. Nathaniel J. and Ann

         14  Wyeth House, in Council Member Oddo's district. A

         15  historical landmark of that house.

         16                 LU Nos 531 to 533 are related. They

         17  are a zoning map amendment, a ULURP, UDAAP and a

         18  special permit. It is three applications to amend

         19  the zoning map, ULURP, UDAAP and a special permit

         20  for a parking garage, to facilitate the development

         21  of 152 residential units, including affordable

         22  housing.

         23                 LU No. 539 is a sidewalk cafe. It is

         24  in Speaker Quinn's district at 135 and a half

         25  Seventh Avenue South.
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          2                 LU No. 540 is Molly Pitcher's Ale

          3  House. It is an agreement that has been described

          4  already at the subcommittee, and it is to establish

          5  an unenclosed sidewalk cafe at 1641 Second Avenue

          6  and the Village of Brewster, transfer of City-owned

          7  property to a village, pursuant to the general

          8  municipal law. And a UDAAP, LU No. 439 at 178

          9  Milford Street.
