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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Do we have a

          3  quorum?

          4                 Okay, this is the opening on the

          5  entire Committee on Land Use.  There are only two

          6  items here to be voted out.  One is the sidewalk

          7  cafe in Council Member Gerson's District.  The

          8  agreement between the applicant and Councilman

          9  Gerson was read on the record at the Subcommittee.

         10  I will not do it again.  I pull up the information

         11  that was at the Subcommittee and ask it to be put

         12  into the record of the Land Use Committee.

         13                 The second item is the Jamaica

         14  rezoning.  At that Jamaica rezoning, at the

         15  Subcommittee -- can I have that?  Thank you.  At the

         16  Subcommittee we read the very detailed modifications

         17  that will be sent to City Planning on the Jamaica

         18  rezoning.  I quickly just want to say once again, I

         19  have the utmost respect for both Community Boards

         20  involved with the Jamaica rezoning.  Our

         21  relationship with Board 8 over the years and the

         22  relationship with Board 12 has been a very good one

         23  and I find that both Boards to be impeccable in

         24  their reasoning and very dedicated to the community

         25  in which they represent.  I believe that this
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          2  modification is a good one, a sound one, and would

          3  be beneficial to the entire City of New York.  So

          4  with that I ask that the modifications I read into

          5  the record at the Subcommittee be pulled up into the

          6  Land Use Committee and I do a motion to approve both

          7  applications.

          8                 Did I not talk long enough?  Call the

          9  vote.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Council Member Katz.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ:  Aye on both.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Rivera.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA:  Aye on all.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Avella.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA:  Yes on the

         16  Rivington Street Cafe, and no on the Jamaica Plan.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Baez.

         18                 (No response.)

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Barron.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON:  Aye on both.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Comrie.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE:  Aye on both.

         23                 Just permission to clarify an issue

         24  that Councilman Simcha Felder brought up.  With all

         25  of the flooding that has happened around the City
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          2  this year, Council Member Katz actually called me

          3  and I spoke to Councilman Gennaro and actually got

          4  the Speaker's Office to focus on it.  We will be

          5  having a series of meetings around infrastructure

          6  and the need to build out sewers around the City. My

          7  District, Council Member Katz's District, a lot of

          8  Districts around Queens, especially with the

          9  tornado, we know what happened in Staten Island and

         10  Brooklyn.  There's a need to talk about both the

         11  infrastructure needs, our emergency response needs,

         12  all of the aspects that going around with the new

         13  phenomenon of flash flooding with intense rain

         14  storms and we need to respond to that.  So we have a

         15  commitment from the Speaker's Office to have those

         16  meetings and to do it with all the necessary

         17  committees, as soon as we reconvene in the Fall.

         18                 I just want to again thank all of the

         19  people.  I want to thank, as Council Member Katz

         20  did, Community Boards 12 and 8, and I want to

         21  reaffirm that I am now totally satisfied with

         22  everything.  The agreements that were given to me

         23  originally have been now kept and I want to thank

         24  all of you for your support, yesterday especially.

         25  It really meant a lot to me.  So thank you and I
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          2  urge all the Members to vote aye on all. Thank you.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  I want to take

          4  prerogative here as the Chair.  Let me tell you, the

          5  infrastructure issue is an amazing one, and we have

          6  a Town Hall meeting in my District tomorrow night

          7  simply to deal with the fact that rain shut down the

          8  City of New York, and I find that a remarkable

          9  thing.  It should not happen. The MTA should be

         10  running better, 3-1-1, DEP, everything, so I look

         11  forward to that hearing very much.  I took the

         12  subway the other day, on the computer it should have

         13  been 32 minutes, it took me an hour and a half to

         14  get where I needed to go.  So I appreciate it and I

         15  look forward to it.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Council Member Baez.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  The train I was on

         18  stopped running.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ:  Aye.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Gioia.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA:  Yes.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Jackson.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON:  Yes.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Liu.

         25                 (No response.)
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: Martinez.

          3                 (No response.)

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK: McMahon.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER MCMAHON:  Madam Chair,

          6  I request leave to vote on the items --

          7                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Oh, yes.  From the

          8   --

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER MCMAHON:  -- Yes, from

         10  the conclusion of yesterday's portion of this

         11  meeting.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Absolutely, I

         13  thought you meant --

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER MCMAHON:  -- Which I

         15  had to leave early; and aye on those; and I vote aye

         16  on the items before us today, as well.  Thank you.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Yes.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Sears.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS:  Aye.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Stewart.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER STEWART: Aye on both.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER STEWART:  Aye on both.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER:  That wasn't

         25  Vann.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN:  I resent the

          3  impersonator.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Council Member Vann.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN:  Is this for

          6  today or yesterday?  I'm getting a little bit --

          7                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  It is for both.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN:  I voted twice

          9  today already.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Can we have it a

         11  third time because we want to make sure.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN:  Okay, I vote

         13  aye again.

         14                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  And I would

         15  request that the clerk look at the voters from

         16  yesterday and see if anybody voted today that did

         17  not vote yesterday to give them the opportunity and

         18  mark them as an aye vote if they're here today.

         19  Because the timing yesterday was a little bit off.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Garodnick.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER GARODNICK:  Aye.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Mendez.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER MENDEZ:  Madam Chair,

          9  permission to vote on all items from yesterday?

         10                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Yes.  How do you

         11  vote?

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER MENDEZ:  I vote aye on

         13  all matters before the Committee yesterday and on

         14  the matters before the Committee today.  Thank you.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Thank you.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Ignizio.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER IGNIZIO:  Yes.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Oddo.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO:  Yes.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Felder.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER:  Yes.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK:  By vote of 19 in the

         23  affirmative, zero in the negative, no abstentions,

         24  all items are adopted, with the exceptions of --

         25                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Don't leave
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          2  without signing.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK:  -- L.U.s 498, 499,

          4  500, 501, 521, 520, and 502 are adopted by 18 in the

          5  affirmative, one in the negative, and zero

          6  abstentions.  Council Members, please sign all the

          7  Committee Reports.

          8                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Please don't leave

          9  without signing the reports.  On behalf of Chairman

         10  Avella and myself, we want to thank all the

         11  Committee Members, and everyone who has been here

         12  for the last few days.  Three days for all of their

         13  patience with regard to this application.  As you

         14  know, we try to work things out in the Land Use

         15  Committee and in the end we get a better product for

         16  it.  So thank you.  Meeting is adjourned.
