	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to pedestrian safety.

	Sponsors: Council Members Gentile, Liu, Addabbo Jr., Brewer, Comrie, James, Koppell, Martinez, Nelson, Sanders Jr., Stewart, Weprin and Jackson



	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend title 19 of the Administrative Code by adding a new section 19-180 to require that the Department of Transportation (the “Department”) conduct safety audits of pedestrian crash locations within one hundred and eighty days of receiving access to the New York State Department of Motor Vehicles traffic crash data involving pedestrian injuries or fatalities for the previous calendar year. It would require the Department to identify the twenty highest pedestrian crash locations based upon a ranking of the total number of crashes involving pedestrians and selected proportionally by borough, based upon the percentage of total crashes involving pedestrians in a borough and inspect and conduct audits at such locations, where warranted, and make improvements or incorporate improvements into the Department’s capital projects. Also, within thirty days of completing the said inspections and audits required under this legislation, the Department shall send a report noting such inspection and audit with summarized recommendations and steps to be taken, including a schedule, to implement the recommendations, to the Council Member and community board in whose district the crash location is located.

In addition, this legislation would amend title 19 of the Administrative Code by adding a new section 19-181 to require that the Department conduct safety inspections at locations exhibiting a pattern of crashes involving pedestrians and/or bicyclists within ninety days of receiving access to the New York State Department of Motor Vehicles traffic crash data involving pedestrians and/or bicyclists. It would mandate the Department to inspect every location with five or more injuries or fatalities involving pedestrians and/or bicyclists during the prior twelve month period. Furthermore, the legislation requires that within ninety days of notice of a traffic crash involving a fatality, the Department conduct an inspection of the traffic crash location, act upon any inspection recommendations, when warranted, and make the results of the inspections available upon request to the public.

Lastly, this legislation would amend title 19 of the Administrative Code by adding a new section 19-182 to require that the Department conduct comprehensive study of pedestrian fatalities and serious injuries for the most recent five years where traffic crash data is available. The Department would use result of the study to develop strategies for improving pedestrian safety, which may include modifying citywide traffic operations policy, developing pedestrian safety strategies geared towards specific users and making recommendations for improving safety at such locations.  The comprehensive traffic study shall be submitted to the Mayor and the Council by August 30, 2009 and the Department’s planned actions, including a schedule for making safety improvements resulting from the study shall be submitted to the Mayor and the Council by November 30, 2009. 


	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect thirty days after it is enacted into law, except for the provisions of section two, which shall take effect on January 1, 2009.

	Impact on Revenues:  There would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. 



	Impact on Expenditures:  It is estimated that the impact of this legislation on expenditures in Fiscal 2008 would be approximately $224,530. However, the full fiscal impact would be $1.3 million in Fiscal 2009 and the outyear. Of this amount, $1.1 million would be for costs associated with staffing and data collection and $230,000 would be for capital expenditures.
