          8  through this very quickly, so everybody can get to

          9  Housing and Buildings as well.

         10                 The first one is a special permit in

         11  Alan Gerson's district to convert to residential the

         12  use of two existing four-story buildings. It is

         13  C070247 ZSM. It's called "The Chocolate Factory."

         14                 LU No. 661 is a ULURP in Sara

         15  Gonzalez's district for the continued use on

         16  commercial property. It is C070551 HAK.

         17                 LU No. 672 is 309 Canal Street. We

         18  made an agreement on that. It is a special permit

         19  application in Councilman Gerson's district, C070055

         20  ZSM, to allow residential use on the second through

         21  fourth floors and a portion of the fifth floor.

         22                 LU No. 673 is in Speaker Quinn's

         23  district. It is a sidewalk cafe. Hudson Bar & Books.

         24  They have also made an agreement on the application,

         25  20085145 TCM.
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          2                 LU No. 676. Sara Gonzalez's district.

          3  It is for a 380-seat early childhood center.

          4  20085007 SCK.

          5                 The rest are all UDAAPs. LU No. 561

          6  in Council Member Arroyo's district. 565 in Council

          7  Member Dickens's district. 613 in Council Member

          8  Vann's district. 618 in Council Member Dilan's

          9  district. 642 in Council Member Dilan's district, as

         10  well. 650 in Council Member Jackson's district.

         11  Please remember that we have subcommittees on

         12  February 25th, this month as well. I hope it's all

         13  in your schedules, but that's the next Subcommittee

         14  meetings. And any discussion?

         20  messages from some of the Council members who are on

         21  their way in. So, thank you very much. We will

         22  recess I guess until then. Adjourned.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Aye on all.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Thank you, sir.

         18                 The vote now currently stands at 19

         19  in the affirmative, zero in the negative and zero

         20  abstentions.

         21                 Council Member Gioia.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Yes, thank you.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: The final vote on the

         24  Committee on Land Use now stands at 20 in the

         25  affirmative, zero in the negative and no
