	Title: An act to amend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to authorizing a city with a population of one million or more to make the obstruction of traffic at intersections a parking violation.

	Sponsor:
 Council Member Baez and Liu


	Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation would amend Section 236 of the Vehicle and Traffic Law (VTL) by adding a new subdivision 2-a that would make violations of section 1175 of the VTL, which relates to the obstruction of traffic at intersections, a parking violation. Currently, in New York City blocking the box is classified as a moving violation. As a result, only police officers and a small number of enforcement agents are authorized to issue a violation summons, which comes with a $90 ticket and two points on the driver's license. This legislation would reclassify the blocking of intersections as parking violations, which will increase the ticket for such activity to $115 and enable all 2,800 traffic enforcement agents in New York City to issue tickets. 

	Effective Date:  This legislation shall take effect immediately after it is enacted into law.
