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COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Let's start Land
Use. If | can have everyone's attention, because
this is extremely important for tomorrow.

[Pause]

CHAIRPERSON KATZ: As you know and
you've heard me say a million times in this
Committee, we apologize for the delay. As you
know, just like in your districts or just like in
other districts that we care about, a lot of times
we make last minute changes or decisions regarding
Land Use and the Council Member needs time to
negotiate. So | want everyone's attention for
just one minute, because this is extremely
important. We have a planning meeting for
tomorrow.

[Pause]

CHAIRPERSON KATZ: We have a
planning meeting for tomorrow at 9:45. The reason
| need everyone's attention right now is because
we also have Land Use at 10:00. The reason I'm
making this so important is because City Planning
IS meeting tomorrow as well. If we need, and we
don't know if we're going to need, to send over a

modification for tomorrow's East 125th Street-- we
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don't know, there may be a modification, there may
not be; the Council Member is still working on it,
we need to get it to City Planning extremely

early. So | am imploring everyone to please come
on time tomorrow so that if there needs to be
modifications, City Planning is still meeting by

the time we finish our meeting, okay? So that's
why it was so important. So | just wanted to run
that by everyone, make sure you understand the
significance of it. In order to get the

modification it will be extremely important, if we
happen to need one. Okay? And | apologize for
having another meeting tomorrow. It's just the
way it is at this moment. Let's go through the
agenda so we can get out quickly and do our work
in the City Council. LU number 819 and 841
through 843 are all related. It is four related
applications to facilitate the development of the
Hospital, the new Hospital for Special Surgery.

It is a special permit, a city map amendment,
another special permit and a zoning text
amendment. East 125th Street is deferred until
tomorrow. LU numbers 882 through 883 is the Dutch

Kills rezoning. It is modified, but it is
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basically an amendment to the zoning text. They
are two related applications to preserve the build
scale and allow residential development as of
right, and it is also an amendment to the zoning
map pursuant to those goals. LU number 891 is
George Cunningham Store. It is in Council Member
Vinny Ignizio's district. It is landmarking. LU
numbers 893 is in Council Member Avella's
district. Itis a sidewalk café and it is a
motion to file pursuant to a withdrawal. Any
discussion, ladies and gentlemen? Oh, I'm sorry.
| apologize. Council Member Garodnick, you needed
to vote.
COUNCIL MEMBER GARODNICK: Madame
Chair, just permission to vote on the items--
CHAIRPERSON KATZ: [Interposing]
Yes.
COUNCIL MEMBER GARODNICK: --on
today's calendar. | vote aye.
CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you.
Council Member Felder?
COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Nothing to
do with the items, but on your earlier

announcement, is there any possibility that we're

there's a Land Use vote?

Very good
point. Thank you. Yes. In other words we should
be on time anyway, right? Either way, in answer
to what | think you're asking, whether there's a
modification or not, there has to be a vote at
10:00.

COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: 1 would
never, ever think of doing it on time.

CHAIRPERSON KATZ: | understand.
Council Member Barron.

COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Yes. Just
a point of information, | just would like

everybody to know that | object to the meeting
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tomorrow at 10:00, because it's my birthday,
October 7th.

And tomorrow we can't hold the vote

open because we've got to get it right over to

City Planning, any modifications. So just so you

know, this is why the timing tomorrow is so

important?
