28 years ago in a restaurant on the
East Side of Manhattan, these guys got together
and invented a game that is now played seriously
by six to seven million Americans.

New Yorker, graduated from Syracuse University and
worked as a reporter and editor at Newsday for 11
years before becoming the news director for a Top
40 radio station called 1010 Wins in 1962. Two

years later, he was approached by Westinghouse
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Management and trusted with an enormous secret.
1010 Wins was going all news and he would be in
charge of its news department. Working in
secrecy, Mr. Brooks assembled the air and
editorial staffs, created the format and on April
19, 1965 he launched 1010 Wins as our nation’s
first successful all news station.

And whereas, after heading the 1010
Wins news department for several years, Mr. Brooks
decided to return to the work he loves best -
reporting. Since then, generations of New Yorkers
have tuned into 1010 Wins news and turn to him.

And whereas, this week the New York
Press Club, a professional organization of members
and former members of the news media have honored
Mr. Brooks by inducting him as one of the
inaugural members into their hall of fame.

Now therefore be it known that the
Council of the City of New York hereby honors Stan
Brooks for his outstanding service to New York
City. Christine C. Quinn, Speaker for the entire
Council.

SPEAKER QUINN: Mr. Brooks, do you
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have anything to say?

STAN BROOKS: After 46 years in
radio, | think I'm speechless. | didn’t save any
babies this week and | never belonged to a
Rotisserie baseball league, | have friends who
did. I'm honored, I’'m surprised and overwhelmed.
As you said, Monday night | was inducted into the
Press Club Hall of Fame, which is an honor.

As | said then, I'll say now, just
working as a reporter is honor enough. 1 think
it's the greatest job in the world. You said |
love New York. | grew up, | was born in the Bronx
almost 82 years ago and grew up in the City and
went to City College for a couple of years. |
love New York. I'm living back. I lived in the
suburbs when my kids were growing up because |
worked on Newsday. But 24 years ago we moved back
to the City in your district.

| love living in the City. And my
wife loves it even more. As far as my job, being
a reporter is just the greatest job in the world.

My wife said if she had her life to live over
again, she would like to live it as a reporter.

She thinks I'm lucky. | get paid to cover things
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people get paid to go to.

| covered a couple of World Series
and a couple of playoffs in '77 and '78. |
covered the Yankees when they played the Kansas
City Royals and then went on to play the Dodgers
in two World Series. My kids were jealous. They
said can’t you smuggle me into the press box. |
covered Attica, which is an awful story but it was
a revealing story of real life and drama up in
Attica, New York. | went to Saudi Arabia for
Operation Desert Shield, covered Hurricane Camille
in Louisiana, just all the conventions pretty much
since '64 except one or two.

It's just been a ball. I've said
many times and Rich Lamb knows this. Working with
Rich Lamb in City Hall is probably one of the best
benefits of all.

[Applause]

It is a pleasure to be locked into
a little room with him. But he knows my saying is
that | once taught Journalism at St. John's for a
couple of semesters, five semesters. | used to
tell my students, | take out my press card and |

would say this is a ticket to the 50-yard line of
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history.
And from a kid growing up in the
Bronx during the Depression, getting to all the
places that I've gotten to and met all the people
| met, particularly all the people here at City
Hall, it's just wonderful. | go back to Bob
Wagner being Mayor and Tom Cute being leader of
the Council.

Thank you Madam Chair. | stand today,
my colleagues to remind you that Haiti is now in a
big crisis. | know that you all know about the
situation that Haiti is facing right now. Haiti

has been hit by four horrific storms. And right
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now we are talking about 800,000 people are
affected by the storms in Haiti. We are talking
about children who are starving, who don’t have
food, medicine, clean water to drink.

Yesterday | testified before the
Congressional sub committee - - and Foreign
Affairs. Everybody agreed that the situation in
Haiti is critical. This morning we have a press
conference--

PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM:
[interposing] Quiet please.

COUNCIL MEMBER EUGENE: --with the
governor and | want to take the opportunity to
thank all my colleagues, especially Speaker
Christine Quinn. She has been very, very
instrumental and supportive, and also all my
colleagues, Larry Seabrook and also Council Member
Jackson and all of you who have been very
supportive in helping me in trying to get some
relief to send to Haiti.

It is unacceptable that Haiti is
facing such a tragic situation when Haiti is
located only a few hundred miles from the United

States. Haiti is in the backyard of the United
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States. Just imagine one tropical storm in the
United States, just imagine the extent of the
damage from one tropical storm.
Haiti was hit by four horrific
storms and the United States, we have the
possibility to evacuate people and to provide
shelter. But the people in Haiti, they were at
the mercy of the four tropical storms. I'm
calling to all of you, to all of my colleagues, to
join me, to make an effort to send a gift to
Haiti.
| have to introduce also a Reso. to
ask the President of the United States to give the
TPS to the Haitian people. Please join me in
support of that Reso. because Haiti can not bear
the burden anymore. Thank you very much.
PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council
Member Felder.
COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Thisisto
bring up a general issue. At every meeting we do
the Pledge of Allegiance, then we sit down and
then we get up for the invocation. Is there any
rule that it has to be done that way? Some of us

are opposed to exercise and would prefer, if
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there’s no difference, maybe we could just do the
Pledge of Allegiance, have the invocation and then
sit down instead of having roll call in between
and going up and down and up again or down and up
or whatever? Who does this go to, Madam Public
Advocate? If you can get back to me before the
new year, I'd appreciate it.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council
Member Brewer.

COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER: Thank you
very much. A couple of bills that are being
introduced today. One has to do with curb cuts
and what that does is ask the Department of
Transportation to conduct bi-annual driveway curb
cut reviews to determine whether or not those cuts
are inactive. That's something that we, thanks to
the Committee, we've had several hearings on this
topic and this is just further discussion of curb
cuts.

The second has to do with general
vendors. | know that Council Member Gerson has a
wonderful listing and analysis and bills that he’s
introducing on this topic. In my area we're

trying to address the fact that people are
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sleeping and vending. Their materials are there
24 hours a day, 7 days a week and there is no time
in which the vending materials leave the public
space. So we have legislation on that.

Finally I just want to mention on
Monday, the 29 ™ of September 10:00 in the morning,
the Technology Committee on white spaces.
Basically as you know we are now purchasing radio
waves from the sky. This is a discussion about
what's best for New York, what's best for the
public and what the FCC is going to do about it.

We hope you join us. Thank you very much.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council

Member Gerson.

COUNCIL MEMBER GERSON: Thank you

very much Madam Public Advocate. As we all know
we need today, amidst a raging national financial
and economic storm in prices. | just think that

as the Council, which represents the nation’s, the
world’s financial center in lower Manhattan, it
behooves us to speak out. And to speak out, to

call upon our federal government to take swift and
proper action, in particular to support the

efforts of our senior senator, Senator Schumer,
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Chair of the Finance Committee, to take effective
action. But to take effective action in
accordance with the principles of oversight and
transparency and to ensure that any assets or
equity acquired by the federal government as part
of the necessary action is done so in a way that
positions the government to recoup and reimburse
taxpayers at the earliest possible moment.

| also think we must all insist
that any federal national package include support
for the homeowners who are facing the foreclosure
crisis, which in addition to an economic crisis is
of course a human crisis. Finally, after we put
in place the necessary short term steps, | would
call upon our federal government to implement the
non-partisan commission on the order of the non-
partisan 9-11 Commission we implemented after that
tragedy to study on a non-partisan expertise
basis, the root causes of the current problem and
to lay out for all citizens the options going
forward for long term policy. Thank you very
much.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Councll
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Member Mark-Viverito.

COUNCIL MEMBER MARK-VIVERITO: Yes,
thank you Madam Public Advocate. | also want to
just comment on what’s happening nationally. I'm
not an economist and I’'m not an expert on these
issues but | must say that in reading I'm
completely appalled at the thought of there not
being any sort of measures being discussed or
proposed at the national level from this
administration of curtailing the ability of high
powered executives in these companies to be able
to benefit further from this crisis by again,
getting high paid packages and golden parachutes
at the expense of the public taxpayers. And this
is really appalling to me.

At the same time this
administration refuses to allow judges the
flexibility to again decide on the mortgages of
those individuals that are about to lose their
homes and being able to keep their homes and being
able to survive in these difficult times. We must
stand strong.

| really commend our Senator

Schumer for asking for a level of measure and a
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level of discipline in this crisis and asking for
some level of not the $700 billion that is being
asked but doing it in installments. | think that

is the most responsible thing. | hope that he
stands strong and is able to really persuade other
Senators and this Congress to do the right thing
by the American people.

But | am truly concerned. | am
appalled at what's being proposed. If our
Congress approves of what is being asked by the
administration | really am concerned about the
future of this country. | just really wanted to
say just hearing and reading what'’s going on and
what measures are being taken. | think we must be
a little more cautious and that there should be a
moratorium on home foreclosures. | think at
minimum the average person in this country should
at least have some relief as well. Thank you.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Seeing
nobody else. Oh. Council Member Ignizio.

COUNCIL MEMBER IGNIZIO: Thank you
very much. | rise to strongly condemn the

hateful, racist and sexist remarks that Sandra
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Bernhardt made recently. I'm not going to speak
to their comments but they’re referred to an
acceptance of rape, in this case gang rape. And
as somebody who was personally affected by rape in
my life and fought very closely with Amy Polland
to end the statute of limitations on rape, | don’t
find her comments funny.
Political dissent on any level,
rhetoric level or when it's about the issues is
fine but I just think that these comments ought be
condemned by the City as a whole. The silence,
quite frankly, has been deafening around the City
and | think people ought to stand up and condemn
her comments and say that there’s on place for it
here in this City or in the United States. Thank
you.
PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council
Member Vann. | can’t hear you council member.
COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Thank you
very much. You're still the public advocate.
Madam Public Advocate | would be remiss by not
bringing to the attention of our body that we lost
from New York City a valiant warrior, an advocate

scholar and a person of Dr. Walter Stafford from
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NYU. If the pen is mightier than the sword than
clearly he was a general in the army to liberate
those of us who have been downtrodden, whether
through race or sex or some other form or element
of discrimination.

He grew up in the Civil Rights
movement. He was involved as a college student.
He learned first hand what discrimination and
racism means. He internalized all of that and he
went ahead with his education. Everything that he
learned he turned that into a way of overcoming
barriers for others. He took on the struggles,
not with a sword but with a pen. He perhaps
epitomizes the most scholarly thing an educator
can do and that is to be an advocate. He used his
intellect, he used his education, he used all that
America had given him to try and overcome all the
difficulty and all the negativism that is also an
element in American society.

We met him and | re-met him again,
| guess when | came to the City Council. Itis
through his research that we try to target some of
our resources to overcome some of the poverty that

exists in our City. He became well known by most
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of the members here, particularly members of the
Black and Puerto Rican Caucus. | know the Speaker
became very familiar with him because he did a lot
of work for us.

So | wanted to mention if we did
not know it, we did not read it. We lost a
valiant scholar, a true American, one who was
dedicated to the best that this country has to
offer. WE will miss his leadership and we will
miss his work. Thank you.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council
Member Mark-Viverito.

COUNCIL MEMBER MARK-VIVERITO: I'm
sorry | forgot to also mention before that
something else that has been incredibly troubling
to me this past week. The minute | heard about
the case. | really would hope that some of my
colleagues might join me in making calls but it's
the case of Troy Davis in Atlanta.

This gentleman who is African
American has been accused, is in jail and is on
Death Row for the murder, he’s being accused of a
murder of a white police officer. It ends up that

there has been no physical evidence in this case.
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Not only that, every single eyewitness to this
case has recanted and yet this gentleman is on
Death Row.

He was about to be put to death
last night and there has been a stay of execution
by the U.S. Supreme Court. This, again, is not an
issue that is resolved. I'm very concerned and
troubled, again, between what’s happening at the
national level with the financial crisis and this
case in particular. The direction, | believe we
are lost as a country sometimes in terms of our
moral compass. This really would be very
appalling if this were to happen. | would ask my
colleagues in this Council to make calls or in any
way to express their opposition to what is
happening and the travesty of justice that is
happening in Atlanta.

PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council
Member, I've just been advised, and to offer all
the rest of you, may not speak twice when you
speak in a general discussion. You didn’t put
your name down so we didn’t know.

Excuse me. Oh, sorry yes. And

this Council meeting has come to an end.
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
