They're 8 

going to be new meetings, so if you know anyone 9 

who was thinking about postponing their vote, let 10 

them know.  Landmarks at 9:45 and Land Use 11 

tomorrow at 10:00.  They will be new meetings.  I 12 

apologize again, but the members are working it 13 

out for the benefit of their districts.  I agree.  14 

If I'm not here, someone else chair.  Amendment to 15 

the zoning map, Astoria Boulevard rezoning is in 16 

Council Member Monserrate's district, but it is 17 

vacant.  It's going from an existing R4 to a C2-2 18 

District.  Preconsidered Land Use, Special Clinton 19 

District theater, special district theater bonus 20 

zoning text.  It's an amendment to the zoning 21 

text.  It is in Council Member Quinn's district.  22 

She is supportive of it.  Preconsidered Land Use, 23 

University Village.  It's the landmarking in 24 

Council Member Gerson's district of University 25 
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Village.  Preconsidered Land Use, the Red Hook 2 

Play Center.  It is the landmarking of that 3 

building in Council Member Gonzalez's district.  4 

Guardian Life Insurance Company, landmarking of 5 

that building in Council Member Mendez's district.  6 

Council Member Mendez's district also has the 7 

landmarking of the Baumann Brothers Furniture and 8 

Carpet Store.  Let's remember that even though we 9 

don't have a large audience watching us here, it 10 

is being taped for cable.  We want to show some 11 

sort of decorum.

Furniture and Carpet Store, which is Council 13
