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CHAIRPERSON KATZ: One is a special
permit to facilitate the retail development at
Shops at Gateway, which is in Council Member
Barron’s district. The next is to do a sidewalk
café, an enclosed sidewalk café, LU 990 it's the
Horace Café in Council Member Mendez’ district.
Did you want to say anything Council Member
Barron?
COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Yes. In
the future when things come out of my district,
don't tell them it's mine because it's in jeopardy
once you tell them it's mine. So | would
appreciate it if you won’t attach a name to my
stuff and my district. But | want to recommend a
yes vote. We had some conflicts that we were able
to work out in a positive way. My districts or my
concerns around the big bot competition were
resolved and some of the environmental impact was
resolved so | want to recommend a yes vote.
