Since the war began in 2001, 631
soldiers have died in Afghanistan. The funeral
for Lance Corporal Fransicano is scheduled for
this Friday.
I'd also like to call on Council
Member Brewer to say a few words about a dear
friend to all of us in Manhattan, Jorde Reyes Mont
Blanc [phonetic], the long time Chair of Community
Board 9, who passed away in late December after
our last Stated meeting. Council Member Brewer.

He wrote an obituary about Stanley Michaels. It
is perhaps the best written of anyone who spoke.
Although he wasn't able to join us because he,
himself, was sick, but never told us. He was a
very private man. We didn't know about his son
until his first grandchild was born.

We're
voting today on Intro 516-A, a piece of
legislation introduced by Council Member Peter
Vallone, the Chair of our Public Safety Committee.
| want to thank Rose Previte, who worked on this
bill, Oona Peterson and Alix Pustilnik and Rob
Neuman [phonetic], all who worked on this piece of
legislation.
This bill will require that the

police department expand the documentation and the
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reporting that they conduct as it relates to
firearms discharge in the City of New York.
Through the work and communications of our Public
Safety Committee, we came to understand that
presently the police department does keep data
whenever a member of the service discharges their
weapons.

But, that data, quite frankly, up
until today, has not been sufficient. In fact,
the data that the department kept when a dog was
shot in the City of New York was more detailed
than when a human being was shot or shot at. For
example, presently before this law, when a dog was
shot or shot at, you would have to keep
information about the breed of the dog and other
information about the dog. You could easily go
online and see of the thirty dogs that were shot

last year, what type of dogs they were.

CHAIRPERSON GOTBAUM: Quiet,

please.

SPEAKER QUINN: No similar data

regarding the age, the race or the gender of human
beings who were shot or shot at by police officers

was kept by the police department.

Now, we are very lucky to be
protected on a daily basis by the best police
department in the country, if not in the world.

We are also very lucky that that police department
has seen the number of times that they have
discharged their weapons in the last decade
decrease significantly. But, even so, we still

have an obligation as the entity that is charged
with oversight of the police department to find
ways that they can do their job even better.

And, this law will make sure that
we, as the Council, receive data on a yearly
basis, precinct by precinct, of discharge of
firearms, borough by borough; data about the race,
gender and age of those who have been shot at or
shot. Looking at that data, working with our
oversight functions with the police department
will help us improve the work of the police
department even further and hopefully, even
further decrease the time that firearms are
discharged in our City because, obviously, we only
want that to occur when it absolutely has to.

In addition to the staff of the

Council that | thanked, | want to thank

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Chairperson Vallone for his vigorous oversight of
the police department and his vigorous review of
the reporting that led to this piece of
legislation. | also want to thank the staff in
the police department, particularly Sue Patino
[phonetic], who worked very, very long and hard
with us on this bill and the staff of the Mayor's
Office of Legislative Affairs. | think it speaks
volumes about when the Council and the Mayor and
the police department can expand yearly public
reporting of firearms discharge and do it together
in a non-adversarial manner. And, | want to thank
all of us, everyone who has worked on this
legislation.

Let me call on the Chair of our
Committee, Peter Vallone, who really helped focus
us on this need and get us to the point of passing
this law today.

And so, | think that this is very
important, broken down by precincts and what have
you, so we can look at the information to analyze
it in order to improve the situation. And, | hope
and pray that 2009 or 2010, there are no shootings
whatsoever. But, realistically, we know that's
not going to happen. So, having this information
will help us to analyze and hope to improve the
situation overall to make our City a safer place.

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boxes for our population that is in need of
television to be continued and to be as free as
possible.

COUNCIL MEMBER VACCA: lrise to

thank the members of the Bronx Delegation to the
City Council because today all of us signed on to
a letter to the Mayor asking that the Ladder
Company on City Island not be closed because it
saved life yesterday.

We had a terrible fire on City
Island yesterday, as many of you may know. And,
the Ladder Company that saved lives yesterday is
due to be closed on January 17 ™ That Ladder
Company responded in one minute. The next nearest
Ladder Company, by the Fire Department's own
admission, will take ten minutes. We are talking
about people, their health and their actual life.

| hope that this Administration
reconsiders its position. We know there is a
fiscal crisis. But, the fiscal crisis cannot be a

reason to close a needed facility like a Ladder
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company. This was a wood frame structure. It
went up at four in the morning. Ten minutes is
the minimal time an off-Island company will take
to get to City Island. With traffic and other
conditions, such as the drawbridges that lead to
City Island being up, we could be talking 20
minutes response time for a Ladder Company. Well,
I'm sorry, that's not good for the City that |
live in. And, we realize that City Island is not
just a residential facility, but it is a tourist
attraction for hundreds of thousands of people
every summer. This cutis ill-advised and this
cut can result in loss of life. There is still
time. | thank the delegation and the Borough for
sticking together on this item because we all know
the importance of this issue. And, | hope that
sense prevails in the days ahead. Thank you.
CHAIRPERSON GOTBAUM: Council
Member Felder.
COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Thank you,
Madam Public Advocate. I'd like to ask my
colleagues to look into signing on to Intro Number
907, otherwise known as the Gotcha Bill. And,

it's called that because we have constituents
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continuously coming into our offices complaining
that they've gotten a summons a minute after the
parking regulations expire; literally. And, that
means that there are agents out there that are
vultures and that wait 'til it clicks, 'til-- if

it's 11 o'clock, 11:01 they're waiting to hand out
those summonses.

This bill would require a five-
minute grace period so that if somebody came out
within five minutes, they would not be issued a
summons when the signage by the City declares that
it's over at a certain hour, or with Muni meters
for the same matter. Obviously, other meters,
there's no way for us to do it mechanically to be
able to determine so even though it's done the
same way there. So, | encourage my colleagues to
sign on. This is sending a message, in some ways
more important than the summons itself, but it's a
message to agents and to the City that tickets are
to be given to encourage compliance and not to be
used as a tool to harass homeowners in the City.
You're invited to join Council Member Vacca, who's
the co-sponsor, and myself on Sunday for a press

conference on this issue at 11 o'clock on the
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steps of City Hall. Thank you.
CHAIRPERSON GOTBAUM: Council
Member Seabrook, you wanted to make an

States. | salute President-elect Barack Obama,
the first family, a man of great intellect, who
will restore honor and dignity in our standing
across the globe. | also look forward to working
with the Obama Administration and this
Administration as we package a stimulus package to
address the high rate of unemployment in the City
of New York, the high number of foreclosures, the
high rate of poverty and the despair across this
City. And, as we celebrate the birth, the
birthday of the King, Dr. Martin Luther King, |
pray for peace in the Middle East and peace across
the globe. Thank you.

CHAIRPERSON GOTBAUM: Council
Member Gerson.

COUNCIL MEMBER GERSON: Thank you,
Madam Public Advocate. | also rise to oppose the
ill-conceived and dangerous closures of Ladder
companies and other fire companies in different
parts of our City. Council Member Vacca, as one
who has spent many a fine moment on City Island, |

know it's absolutely crazy to leave that Island
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without the companies which protect it. And, that
IS not just a Bronx issue. But, all of us
throughout the City must support retention of fire
services.

My colleagues, it is also crazy to
eliminate one of the Ladders companies from a 12-
hours-- to eliminate a 12-hour shift of one of the
Ladder companies that responded on 9/11 to Ground
Zero and which is currently designated to serve
the Wall Street and Lower Manhattan areas, which
include some of our City's most vulnerable
security targets and in an area which is
undergoing massive construction, which will make
it impossible for the other fire companies to
arrive at a call without undue delay.

It is also crazy to eliminate, in
its entirety as proposed, fire protection from
Governor's Island, just at the time when we are
undertaking building demolition and reconstruction
and the expansion of visitation on Governor's
Island. We must not play Russian Roulette with
the fire safety of New Yorkers in any part of the
City. We must join together and work with the

Chair of our Fire Committee--
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SPEAKER QUINN: Can we get--
COUNCIL MEMBER GERSON: -- Miguel
Martinez--
SPEAKER QUINN: -- excuse me, some-
- Council Member Gerson, just one second. We'll
add some time back to the clock for you. But, if
we can get some quiet in the Chambers, you can't
even hear Council Member Gerson.
COUNCIL MEMBER GERSON: Thank you,
Madam Speaker. And, | just urge all of us, in
conclusion, to band together with the leadership
of Miguel Martinez and Speaker Quinn to oppose
these ill-advised and dangerous, very, very
dangerous cutbacks in fire protection. Thank you.

COUNCIL MEMBER MARK-VIVERITO:
Thank you. | would like to ask my colleagues to
join us, and | want to thank the Speaker and
Council Members, in particular, Martinez, Reyna,
and all those have expressed interest, on a
meeting this Saturday regarding-- for families of
immigrants. This is a campaign that has been

initiated by Congressman Gutierrez in Chicago.
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It's called the Family Unity Campaign. And, as we
witness this historic inauguration later this
month, to work with the new Administration to
really talk about changing our immigration
policies in this country. Our deportation-only
policies are ripping families apart. And, they
need to be revised. And, we all know that.

So, on Saturday, we're convening on
East 125 " Street, at a church, and ask families of
immigrants and all those concerned to change our
