Summary of Legislation: This legislation adds a new section to Chapter 5 of title 24 of the administrative code of the city of New York and provides for the satellite or aerial imagery survey of wetlands within New York City.    A preliminary survey shall be completed and submitted to the mayor and the speaker of the council by no later than September 1, 2010.  The preliminary survey will be for planning purposes and will indicate the overall size and location of remaining wetlands within the city and aid in the development of an overall wetlands preservation strategy.  
Effective Date:  This local law would take effect immediately.

This legislation was introduced as Int. 506 to the Full Council and referred to the Committee on Environmental Protection on February 1, 2007.  The Committee on Environmental Protection held a hearing on Int. 506 on February 26, 2007 and laid over.  On January 22, 2009 a hearing was held on an earlier version of Int. 506-A, and the bill was laid over.  The bill is scheduled to be considered by the Committee on Environmental Protection and full City Council on May 6, 2009. 
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
