7.00. Appointment - a. Prior to the establishment of the membership 
of any other committee, and after the selection of the Speaker, the Council 
shall elect the membership of the Committee on Rules, Privileges and 
Elections.  All other committees and appointments thereto shall be 
recommended by the Committee on Rules, Privileges and Elections, 
approved by the Council and published in the Calendar.  All standing 
committee chairpersons shall be elected by the Council as a whole.  Once 
elected, a standing committee or subcommittee chairperson may be 
removed prior to the end of the session without their consent only by the 
uncoupled vote of 2/3 of all the members.  The standing committees of the 
Council shall bear the following titles and possess the following substantive 
matter jurisdictions:
