The legislation was subsequently amended and the amended version, Proposed Int. No. 1650-A, will be voted on by the Committee at a hearing on February 10, 2020. Upon a successful vote by the Committee, Proposed Int. No. 1650-A will be submitted to the full Council for a vote on February 11, 2020.
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
