MEMORANDUM IN SUPPORT

Type of Legislation:  Local Law

Title:  A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to providing for baby changing stations in public places.  

Sponsor:  Council Member Eva Moskowitz

Reasons for Support:  Too many facilities in New York City lack baby changing stations.  As a result, parents of young children are often forced to find makeshift areas in museums, stadiums, parks, and other places to change their child’s diaper.  The City Council believes that with reasonable notice, facilities with a certificate of occupancy of  greater than or equal to two hundred and fifty should be required to have baby changing stations.
