A Local Law to amend the effective date of local law one of the year 2002.
Administrative Code:
Amends the effective date of local law one of the year 2002.

On Wednesday, November 30, 2005, the Committee on Health, chaired by Council Member Quinn, will hold a hearing on Int. No. 700, which would amend the effective date of local law one of the year 2002.  Local law one of 2002 added section 17-183 to Chapter 1 of Title 17 of the New York City Administrative Code and a new Section 1069 to Chapter 47 of the New York City Charter in relation to the publication and distribution of materials detailing public health insurance options.  A hearing was previously held on Int. No. 700 on October 31, 2005.  

Background

Through local law one of 2002, the Council sought to make the nearly one million New Yorkers who were eligible for different public health insurance programs offering no-cost or low-cost health insurance to the indigent and the working poor, such as Medicaid, Child Health Plus and Family Health Plus, aware of such programs.  To accomplish this goal, local law one required the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to create pamphlets that provide a brief description of available public health insurance programs and further required the following City agencies to distribute such pamphlets: Administration for Children’s Services, the then Board of Education (now, Department of Education), City Clerk, Commission on Human Rights, Department for the Aging, Department of Correction, Department of Employment, Department of Homeless Services, Department of Housing Preservation and Development, Department of Juvenile Justice, DOHMH, Department of Probation, Department of Social Services/Human Resources Administration, Taxi and Limousine Commission, Department of Youth and Community Development, Office to Combat Domestic Violence and Office of Immigrant Affairs.


Although it was initially estimated that the annual cost of printing the pamphlets would be approximately $150,000 to $285,000,
 the actual annual cost of printing is approximately $14,000.


Int. No. 700

Section one of Int. No. 700 would amend the effective date of local law one of 2002, making section three of such local law permanent by removing the expiration date set forth in section five of such local law.  Pursuant to section five of local law one of 2002, section three, which established that certain enumerated City agencies must distribute the public health insurance program pamphlet created by DOHMH, expired on October 1, 2005.  

Section 2 of Int. No. 700 would provide that the local law would take effect immediately.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1.  Section five of local law one of the year 2002 is amended to read as follows: 

§5. Effective date.  This local law shall take effect one hundred eighty days after its enactment[; provided, however, that section three of this local law shall have no further force or effect and shall be deemed repealed on October 1, 2005].  Actions necessary to prepare for the implementation of this local law may be taken prior to its effective date. 

§2.  This local law shall take effect immediately.
