A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the commissioner of the department of juvenile justice to report on census data.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Title 9 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new chapter to read as follows: 

Chapter 2

Department of Juvenile Justice

§9-201
  Census Data.

9-201 Census Data. a. Beginning no later than September 30th of the year of enactment of the local law that added this section and on or before September 30th of each year thereafter, the Department of Juvenile Justice shall post a report on the department website regarding the total number of admissions to secure detention facilities in the previous fiscal year disaggregated by the following:  (i) age; (ii) gender; (iii) race and ethnicity; (iv) zip code of residence; (v) precinct of arrest; and (vi) charged offense. 

b. Beginning no later than September 30th of the year of enactment of the local law that added this section and on or before September 30th of each year thereafter, the Department of Juvenile Justice shall post a report on the department website regarding the total number of admissions to non-secure detention facilities in the previous fiscal year disaggregated by the following:  (i) age; (ii) gender; (iii) race and ethnicity; (iv) zip code of residence; (v) precinct of arrest; and (vi) charged offense.

§2. This local law shall take effect sixty days after enactment.
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
