Proposed intro 1675-B would amend 

existing law that requires DOE to publish information 

on the summer meals program by June 1st.  the 

proposed intro would require DOE to provide the 
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summer meals report to all students along with three 

locations nearest to each student school attendance 

where Mills will be available.  I appreciate Council 

member Rose’s leadership on this.  Council member 

Rose, if you would like to say any words before we 

vote on your bill?                                     

COUNCIL MEMBER ROSE: Thank you.  Thank 

you, Chair.  My colleagues today, I am really 

thrilled to be voting on this bill, Intro 1675 which 

would allow more families to know that there is a 

secure place nearby that they can send their children 

to receive free meals during the summer months.  This 

bill will require that the Department of Education 

mail summer meal information to every eligible 

student.  This information would include the three 

nearest locations, operating hours, and eligibility 

guidelines.  Summer meals are offered to all children 

ages 18 and under at no cost at several sites across 

our city, including public schools, community pool 

centers, public parks, libraries, and NYCHA locations 

from June through August.  Low income parents often 

rely on New York City’s school food for free meals 

for the children throughout the school year and this 

need doesn’t simply disappear during the summer 
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months.  So, as the number of summer meals sites 

continued to increase, families should be properly 

notified about the free meal options that are 

available to them.  So, I would like to encourage all 

of you devote yes in favor of this.  Especially, in 

fact that we are turning the corner on this pandemic 

and that it has threatened, you know, food security 

for thousands of New Yorkers.  Thank you.              

CHAIRPERSON TREYGER: Thank you, Council 

member Rose.  I certainly thank you for your 

leadership.  This is certainly a very timely bill and 

always appreciate you centering our children and our 

families who need this information and help the most.
