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A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to violations of certain
requirements for places of assembly

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Section 28-201.2.1 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding

a new item 21 to read as follows:

21. A violation of section 28-117.4, a violation of section 28-117.1 in the case of a violator that offers
for sale beverages for on-premises consumption, or a violation of section 28-117.1.2 in the case of a violator
that offers for sale beverages for on-premises consumption.

§ 2. Section 28-117.4.2 of title 28 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended to read

as follows:

§ 28-117.4.2 Responsibility for violations. Notwithstanding any provision of this section, only the holder of a
certificate of operation shall be liable for violations of this article that relate to such holder's obligations
regarding security guards, except that a person who pays a certificate holder for the use of the premises is
deemed to be a certificate holder for purposes of this section, including with respect to penalties imposed for
violations of this section.

§ 3. This local law takes effect immediately.
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
